FIRST MEETING OF THE APEC SHEPHERDS FOR THE INVESTMENT AND TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER WORK PROGRAM

MANILA, PHILIPPINES
16 MAY 1990

SUMMARY CONCLUSIONS
INTRODUCTION

1) The First Meeting of the APEC Shepherds for the Investment and Technology Transfer Work Program was held in Manila on 16 May 1990. The Meeting was convened in order to formulate the detailed project proposal for implementing the APEC Work Program on Investment and Technology Transfer.

2) The respective delegations were headed by Mr. Soeparno Prawiroadiredjo, Director‑General of the Machinery​Basic Metal and Electronic Industries, Ministry of Industry; Ms. Yoriko Kawaguchi, Director‑General of the Economic Cooperation Department, International Trade Policy Bureau, Ministry of International Trade and Industry; the Honorable Pablo R. Suarez, Jr., Undersecretary of the Department of Foreign Affairs; the Honorable Lilia R. Bautista, Undersecretary of the Department of Trade and Industry. The representatives of Australia, the Republic of Korea and of the United States also attended the Meeting. The list of delegates appears as Annex 1.

BUSINESS ARRANGEMENTS

3) The Meeting was opened by Undersecretary Pablo R. Suarez, leader of the Philippine delegation. Undersecretary Lilia R. Bautista co‑leader of the Philippine delegation chaired the Meeting.

ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA
4)        The Meeting adopted the Agenda which appears as Annex II.

REVIEW AND CONSIDERATION OF THE APEC WORK PROGRAM ON INVESTMENT AND TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER
5)       The Meeting reviewed the "Summary Conclusion of the First Asia‑Pacific Economic Cooperation Senior Officials' Meeting," and the "APEC Proposal for Project on Expansion of Investment and Technology Transfer" which appear as Annexes III and IV, respectively. The latter provides the guidelines in respect of the task, area of coverage, and the timetable for the development of the Work Program.

CONSIDERATION OF THE MODALITIES AND TIMETABLE FOR IMPLEMENTING THE WORK PROGRAM
6)
The Meeting considered the :

a) "Philippine Discussion Paper No. 1, Concept Paper for the APEC Work Program on Investment and Technology Transfer";

b) "Philippine Discussion Paper No. 2, Concept Paper for the APEC Work Program on Investment and Technology Transfer",

c) "Indonesian Concept for Technopark"; and

d) "Australian Paper on APEC Project on Expansion of Investment and Technology Transfer which appear as Annexes V, VI, VII, and VIII, respectively.

7)
In respect of the "Indonesian Concept on Technopark", the Indonesian delegation informed that it is a national paper of Indonesia which outlines Indonesia's concept for implementing the Technopark project. In this regard, the Meeting agreed that the paper need not be integrated in the project proposal at this stage, since its contents already partake of actual project implementation mechanism.

8)        The Meeting agreed that the two Discussion Papers submitted by the Philippines and the Australian paper should be consolidated and made as the basis for drawing up the project proposal for the Work Program.

9)       The Meeting drew up the "Project Proposal for the APEC Work Program for the Expansion of Investment and Technology Transfer for submission to the 2nd APEC SOM in preparation for the 2nd APEC Ministerial Meeting. The project proposal which appears as Annex IX, recommends two projects for implementing the Work Program, as follows:

a) The establishment of an investment and technology information network for the Asia​Pacific region.

b) Assistance in the establishment of Technoparks.

10)      The Meeting agreed that since it shall be the principal implementor of the above‑mentioned projects, the private sector should be actively involved in the projects' development.

11)      In respect of the level of information exchange to be undertaken under the information network project, the Meeting agreed that pending agreement on the rules and procedures to be observed, the initial exchange would consist of information of a general nature in order to allay the sensitivities of the countries participating in the APEC process. Subsequently, exchange could be undertaken at a specific level.

ASSIGNMENT OF THE AREAS OF RESPONSIBILITY AND OTHER RELATED MATTERS
FUTURE ARRANGEMENTS
12)      The Meeting agreed that if the projects proposed by the APEC Shepherds is adopted, the Working Group will be convened sometime in October/November 1990. The Working Group shall initially implement the project proposal for the APEC Work Program for the expansion of investment and technology transfer including the assignment of responsibilities for the implementation of the projects, to the countries participating in the APEC process.

CONSIDERATION AND ADOPTION OF THE REPORT
13)        The Meeting considered and adopted the Report of the First APEC Shepherds Meeting for the Investment and Technology Transfer Work Program for submission to the APEC SOM to be held in Singapore on 20‑22 May 1990.   The Meeting agreed that the presentation of the Report during the APEC SOM shall be done by the Philippines as Chairman of the APEC Shepherds Meeting.
