SECOND MEETING FOR 1996:  SINGAPORE, 18-19 APRIL 1996

CHAIR’S SUMMARY RECORD OF DISCUSSION

INTRODUCTION


1.
The second meeting of the Committee on Trade and Investment (CTI) for 1996 was held in Singapore on 18-19 April 1996.  The meeting was chaired by Mr Christopher Butler of the New Zealand Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade.  All 18 APEC member economies were represented.  The APEC Secretariat was also present.  Representatives of the PECC and the South Pacific Forum attended as observers.  (The list of participants is attached as Annex 1 - page 14).

1
CHAIR’S WELCOME


2.
The Chair extended a warm welcome to all delegates and expressed appreciation to the APEC Secretariat for the excellent arrangements which had been made for the CTI meeting and for the associated sub-group meetings.  He also thanked Singapore for the hospitality which it was extending to participants.


3.
The Chair noted that encouraging progress had been made in carrying forward work agreed in Manila.  He had now received draft  Osaka Action Agenda (OAA) Collective Action reporting matrices for each of the 14 areas of the OAA for which the Committee had direct responsibility.  He thanked the Convenor economies for the work they had done in designing them.


4.
The Chair drew the Committee’s attention to the draft agenda and proposed, in the interests of time, that reports from Lead Economies on Trade and Investment Liberalisation and Facilitation (TILF) aspects of APEC Working Group activities (Agenda Item 5) should be circulated in written form.  He also proposed, in order to promote a free and frank exchange of views, that no formal record be taken of the Trade Policy Dialogue component of any CTI meeting.  The Committee endorsed both proposals.

ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA


5.
The Committee adopted the draft agenda.  (A copy of the agenda is attached as Annex 2 - page 31).

3
ADOPTION OF THE CHAIR’S SUMMARY RECORD OF DISCUSSION OF THE FIRST CTI MEETING FOR 1996


6.
The Committee adopted the Chair’s Summary Record of Discussion of the First CTI Meeting for 1996 (Manila, 10-11 February), subject to the clarification that in so doing it was not altering its status from that of a document prepared by the Chair in consultation with members.

4
REPORTS FROM CONVENORS


7.
The Chair drew the Committee’s attention to the instructions and associated work programme and timetable which the February SOM had issued to CTI.  He noted that although there had been some predictable lags and problems, relatively good progress had been made overall in the process of designing matrices for implementation of OAA Collective Actions.  It was important to keep in mind that this was the first year of what would be an on-going and evolving process.  Rather than complete consistency of format between all 14 matrices in 1996, it was more realistic to aim for broad comparability and some latitude for individual Convenors to develop reports appropriate to their work.   Primary responsibility for the design of matrices lay with the respective CTI sub-groups, where they existed.  The Chair added that the Committee was charged also with the implementation of the OAA Collective Action plans, and that ensuring the achievement of credible outcomes by the time of the Manila Ministerial meeting represented a significant challenge.


8.
The Chair noted that CTI was required to report progress on Collective Action Plans to SOM II in Cebu in May, and that he had been asked to provide input on the process for the SOM Chair’s report to the meeting of APEC Trade Ministers in July.  The SOM timetable envisaged that completed matrices would receive an initial review at SOM III in Davao in August.


9.
The Committee agreed that the design of the matrices needed to provide for the following:



-
indicators of timing, but flexibility in the way this was expressed;



-
the inclusion, where necessary and agreed, of supplementary steps needed to action OAA items effectively;



-
the maximum degree of uniformity possible and practical to enable comparability in the first year of the process;



-
the achievement of “OAA-plus” outcomes where possible: each matrix must incorporate OAA Collective Actions, but may also incorporate additional Collective Actions agreed by the CTI and its sub-groups; and, 



-
simplicity of format, but without sacrificing substantive content.


10.
The Committee noted that the Customs matrix would be completed by the time of its next meeting in Cebu, and that the Standards and Conformance matrix would be completed where Collective Actions had been agreed.  It agreed that the Convenors of all other areas should ensure that they were in a position at the Cebu meeting to report substantive issues arising not simply from the process of designing their matrices but also in completing them.  The Chair encouraged Convenors to experiment with the compilation process before Cebu, so that problems could be identified and discussed.  The Committee was informed that several issues concerning the management of the reference database for recording matrix information had yet to be resolved.


4a
Tariffs/NTMS


11.
The Chair, as Convenor for this area, explained the approach taken in designing the draft matrix.  Comments were offered by a number of delegations.  The Committee agreed that members would provide the Chair by 30 April with written comments on how the design of the matrix might be revised.  On the basis of these comments, the Chair would prepare a revised matrix for further discussion at the Committee’s next meeting in Cebu.


12.
The Committee noted the priority of the Tariff Database Task Force’s work in developing a database of applied Customs tariffs.  It noted also the  longer-term desirability of information on trade flows and NTMs being incorporated in the tariff database in due course, and requested the Tariff Data Base Task Force to take this into account in designing its project.  The Committee also noted the desirability for information which would help identify sectors in which there was a high concentration of intra-APEC trade interest.


4b
Tariff Database Task Force


13.
Australia reported on progress with the Tariff Database project following the February decision of the Task Force to load the database onto the Internet/World Wide Web.  The United States, with the assistance of Australia, was developing a project proposal for the Committee to consider at its meeting in Cebu.  The proposal would include funding options, technical requirements, coordination with the APEC Secretariat, and the promotion and marketing of the database.  The Committee noted the significant interest which the private sector had shown in the project, and reiterated its support for the Task Force’s recommendation that funding for its initial development should be sought from the private sector.


4c
Investment


14.
Australia, as incoming Chair of the Investment Experts Group (IEG), reported on the IEG meeting held in Singapore 16-17 April.  (A copy of the report on the IEG’s meeting is attached as Annex 3 - page 37).  The Committee recorded its warm appreciation of the work which the outgoing Chair (Nancy Adams of the United States) had done during her two year tenure. 


15.
The Committee noted that the IEG saw a need for better coordination and communication between it and other APEC fora undertaking work on investment.  The Committee endorsed the IEG’s decision to publish a third edition of the APEC Investment Guidebook and its plan for making the Guidebook available on the Internet as well as in hard copy.  It also endorsed a proposal to hold a Second Business Symposium on Investment in Tokyo in September.  The Committee noted that a small group had been established to advance the technical assistance component of the IEG’s work programme.


16.
The Committee endorsed the main features of the IEG’s draft matrix on OAA Collective Actions.  These features included some reordering of the action items in the OAA into four primary areas of work: transparency, policy dialogue, facilitation and cooperation; the addition of more detailed points from the IEG’s work programme; the provision of indicative examples of actions members could take; and a distinction between Collective and Individual Action items.  The Committee noted that the IEG planned to complete its initial matrix by 3 May, and that a report summarising its contents would be submitted to the CTI meeting in Cebu.


4d
Sub-committee on Customs Procedures


17.
The Philippines reported the following developments in the work of the Sub-committee on Customs Procedures (SCCP):



-
a report on Collective Actions had been forwarded in diskette form to the APEC Secretariat for distribution to SCCP members;



-
a comprehensive framework for technical assistance and human resource development was being prepared by Japan and Canada for submission to the SCCP in May;



-
in order to develop a comprehensive and user-friendly compendium on Rules of Origin (ROO) for use by the private sector, a questionnaire for circulation to all members on preferential ROO was being developed by Australia and Japan (with assistance from the United States, New Zealand, Hong Kong and the Republic of Korea); and,



-
work had commenced on the sub-committee’s 1996 work programme, including a feasibility study on common data elements, and preparations for a seminar on risk management. 


18.
The Committee noted the importance of not duplicating work being done by the World Trade Organisation (WTO) and the World Customs Organisation (WCO) on ROO.


4e
Standards and Conformance


19.
The Chair of the Sub-committee on Standards and Conformance (SCSC) reported the results of its meeting in Manila on 13-14 February.  (A copy of the report is attached as Annex 4 - page 49).  The Committee noted that SCSC was compiling a completed draft matrix on OAA Collective Actions, and would circulate it for members’ comments in the hope of finalising the matrix at SCSC’s next meeting in Cebu 18-19 May.


20.
The Chair of SCSC reported that work was proceeding in the four substantive areas of Alignment with International Standards (a paper on proposed Priority Areas for Alignment with International Standards is attached as Annex 5 - page 71), Mutual Recognition Arrangements (MRAs), Technical Infrastructure Development, and Transparency of Standards and Conformity Requirements.   Members were requested to provide Japan with selected priority areas for Alignment with International Standards by 25 April.


21.
The Committee noted that in order to administer MRAs effectively, some APEC member economies would need assistance to develop the necessary technical infrastructure and trained personnel.  The Chair of SCSC drew the Committee’s attention to the proposed Partners for Progress (PFP) project on Standards and Conformity Assessment Schemes which Japan had presented to the CTI meeting in Manila in February.  Members were encouraged to convey their comments on this proposal to Japan by 30 April.


22.
The United States reported that it would host a UR Implementation Seminar on Technical Barriers to Trade (TBT) and Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures (SPS) in Manila 14-15 May.  Two WTO experts would attend the seminar.  The Committee noted that responses to the invitation letters and registration forms despatched to all members should be sent by 23 April.  (A copy of a letter inviting participation in the seminar is attached as Annex 6- page 83).  The Committee also noted that the United States sought comments from members as soon as possible on possible speakers and additional topics.


4f
Competition Policy/Deregulation


23.
New Zealand referred the Committee to the SOM’s decision to combine work on Competition Policy with that on Deregulation; and noted that it was working as Convenor for both areas of the OAA.  New Zealand drew  the Committee’s attention to the ‘Concept Paper’ which it had circulated, which outlined its views on the linkages which existed between the two areas.  (A copy of the paper is attached as Annex 7 - page 92).  The paper sought to capture the linkages which existed between the two areas.  New Zealand underlined the paper’s central thesis that, with the increasing globalisation of economic activity, policies affecting the environment behind members’ borders now had international implications as well.  Accordingly, New Zealand considered  it was logical to deal with the issues as a cluster.


24.
New Zealand noted that the same logic had shaped the draft agenda which had been prepared for the Competition Policy workshop to be held in Davao in August.  The Committee agreed that the Concept Paper contained a useful discussion of concepts, and noted the alternative views which were expressed on some issues.  Members were requested to provide New Zealand with comments on the draft agenda for the Davao workshop by 30 April.


25.
The Committee also discussed the draft matrices on OAA Collective Actions in the areas of Competition Policy and Deregulation.  The Committee agreed that members should provide New Zealand by 30 April with further comments.  On the basis of these, New Zealand would prepare revised matrices for further consideration at the Committee’s meeting in Cebu.  The Committee noted that New Zealand also undertook to clarify its plans for establishing a database on competition policy.


26.
The Committee noted that the OAA required the annual publication of reports of actions taken by APEC economies to deregulate their domestic regulatory regimes, that the APEC Secretariat was responsible for managing the process, and that it would shortly be contacting members to seek contributions to this year’s report.


4g
Government Procurement


27.
Hong Kong reported on the Government Procurement Experts Group (GPEG) meeting held in Manila on 13 February.  (A copy of the report of the meeting is attached as Annex 8 - page 112).  The Group’s main task for 1996 was to build a solid foundation for future work.  A series of workshops, seminars and training courses would commence in the second half of 1996 to broaden members’ understanding of the subject and prepare them for substantive discussion on the development of non-binding principles for government procurement.  The Committee noted that Hong Kong would welcome further proposals from members on any aspect of the preparatory work envisaged.


28.
Hong Kong also reported that as an immediate trade facilitation measure, members had been encouraged to provide information for inclusion in the Government Procurement Home Page of APEC’s World Wide Web Home Page on the Internet.  A list of contact points was also being prepared to facilitate ongoing exchange of Government Procurement information between APEC members.


29.
The Committee noted that the GPEG had submitted a draft matrix report on OAA Collective Actions and that this would be revised to reflect decisions on format and be resubmitted at the next CTI meeting in Cebu.


30.
The Committee noted that the next GPEG meeting would be held on 19 May in Cebu.


4h
Dispute Mediation


31.
Canada reported that a second meeting of the Dispute Mediation Experts Group would be held at the APEC Secretariat on 22-23 April.  The purpose of the meeting would be to determine ways to progress implementation of the OAA, including the preparation of conclusions and recommendations for consideration by CTI and the SOM.  The outcome of the Experts Group meeting would be reported to the CTI meeting in Cebu.


32.
The Committee noted that a draft matrix on OAA Collective Actions had been circulated for discussion at the Experts meeting.  A revised version would be prepared after the Experts meeting for consideration at the CTI’s meeting in Cebu.


4i
Mobility of Business People


33.
Australia introduced a draft survey on members’ regulations and procedures relating to short-term business visas.  The survey was designed to exchange and gather information to assist regional business travellers by making information available in a practical and user-friendly handbook.  It would also provide a basis for further discussion in the CTI on streamlining business visa arrangements in the region, as called for in the Osaka Action Agenda.  (The draft survey presented by Australia is attached at Annex 9 - page 115).


34.
Australia noted that it looked forward to receiving detailed comments on the survey’s scope and format.  It emphasised that the survey was intended to cover short-term business visa arrangements, and that the question of temporary residency for business people could be taken up by the CTI at a later stage.  Once the survey had been completed by APEC economies, Australia intended to produce a report for the CTI identifying the main themes to assist in moving ahead with the next stage of the Action Agenda, that of examining the scope for streamlining business visa issue.  Australia also proposed to produce a handbook for distribution to business travellers consolidating the information on visa arrangements sought in Sections 1 and 2 of the survey.   It was proposed also to load this information on the Internet.


35.
The Committee agreed in principle to proceed with the survey and asked member economies to provide detailed comments on the format to Australia by 30 April.  Australia undertook to circulate a revised version of  the survey for decision at the Cebu CTI meeting.


36.
The Committee discussed the revised reporting matrix on business mobility circulated by Australia, and noted that any further comments should be provided to Australia by 30 April to enable a revised version to be produced.


37.
Australia reported to the Committee that work was proceeding on the proposed APEC Business Travel Card, and advised that a detailed report would be made to the Cebu meeting of the CTI on how the initiative would be taken forward.


4j
Intellectual Property


38.
Japan reported on the Intellectual Property Rights Get-Together (IPR GT) held in Singapore on 17 April.  (A copy of the report on the IPR GT is attached as Annex 10 - page 126).  The Committee endorsed proposals to compile a Contact Points List and to complete by 13 June the first part of a survey of Intellectual Property Rights Protection Regimes.  The Committee noted the need to avoid duplication with, and to explore the scope for drawing on, work being done by WTO and WIPO.


39.
The Committee noted progress made with drafting a reporting matrix on OAA Collective Actions on Intellectual Property Rights.  Japan undertook to revise the existing draft in light of comments made by members, and to circulate it for further consideration by participants in the IPR GT before submission to the next CTI meeting in Cebu.  The Committee noted that a further IPR GT would be held in Cebu back to back with the CTI meeting. 


4k
Implementation of the UR/ROO Policy


40.
The United States reported progress on the preparation of the draft matrix on Collective Actions, and noted that the draft incorporated language contained in both the Rules of Origin (ROO) and the Uruguay Round (UR) Implementation areas of the OAA.  One new collective action had been included in the draft matrix.  This related to implementation of the provisions on procedural disciplines, including notification, in the UR Agreement on Rules of Origin.  The Committee noted that such provisions applied to both preferential and non-preferential Rules of Origin, and were intended to meet the need for transparency and predictability.  The Committee noted also that this new collective action reflected the content of the UR Agreement on Rules of Origin, which APEC WTO members had committed to implementing under APEC’s work programme on UR Implementation.


41.
The Committee noted that a “note” had been added to the draft matrix to underscore APEC’s objective of ensuring full and effective implementation of UR outcomes within the agreed time frame, and in a manner fully consistent with the WTO Agreement.  The Committee agreed that comments on the draft matrix should be submitted to the United States by 30 April and that, on the basis of these, the United States would prepare separate revised matrices on each of ROO and UR Implementation for further consideration at the CTI’s meeting in Cebu.


4l
Services


42.
Canada reported progress in preparing the draft matrix on OAA Collective Actions.  The Committee agreed that comments on the draft should be submitted to Canada (and that copies should be sent to the relevant Working Group Shepherds) by 30 April and that, on the basis of these comments and consultation with relevant Working Group Shepherds, Canada would prepare a revised matrix for further consideration at the CTI’s meeting in Cebu.


43.
The Committee also noted that the OAA required that work be done to continue to seek Collective Action in sectors other than the four (Telecommunications, Transportation, Energy and Tourism) specified in Part One, Section C.  The Committee agreed that Canada should prepare a paper on options for advancing work in respect of other sectors to form the basis for further discussion of this issue at the CTI’s meeting in Davao.   

5
REPORTS FROM LEAD ECONOMIES



44.
The Chair noted the Committee’s earlier agreement that reports from Lead Economies on Trade and Investment Liberalisation and Facilitation (TILF) aspects of APEC Working Group activities should be circulated in written form.   He requested that this be done where possible by the next meeting of the CTI in Cebu, copied to the APEC Secretariat.

6
AGENCY REPORTS


APEC SECRETARIAT


45.
The APEC Secretariat briefed the Committee on the results of the Budget and Administrative Committee (BAC) meeting held in Singapore 26-28 March, including in respect of the four CTI project proposals.  (A copy of the report of the BAC meeting is attached as Annex 11 - page 131).  The Committee noted that the BAC had made changes to project guidelines and to procedures for obtaining budgetary approval for 1997 projects.  The APEC Secretariat also reported on a reorganisation of its structure to enhance its ability to support work on Trade and Investment Liberalisation and Facilitation (TILF) issues.  The APEC Secretariat circulated a revised list of CTI Contact points.  (A copy of the list is attached as Annex 12 - page 144).


46.
The Committee noted that proposals for the APEC Secretariat to undertake the establishment and management of new databases raised significant resource/budgetary implications which would need to be addressed.  (A copy of a paper prepared by the APEC Secretariat is attached as Annex 13 - page 153.   The Committee also noted that the APEC Secretariat had prepared a publication - Update on Activities Within APEC - which was intended for wide distribution as a user-friendly guide to the full range of APEC’s activities, and that this publication would shortly be forwarded to all members in both hard copy and diskette form.


47.
The Committee reiterated its appreciation to the APEC Secretariat for the arrangements it had made for its meeting, and for its ongoing support of the CTI Chair and other CTI activities.


PECC


48.
PECC reported that as a follow up to the two studies it had prepared for CTI last year, it was conducting a dialogue with its members about the priorities of their respective private sectors, and would report the results to the CTI meeting in Cebu.  PECC also reported that it was continuing to develop measurements of impediments to trade in services and to investment.


49.
The Committee noted that PECC was preparing a paper on the correlation between intra-APEC trade and protection, and expected that this could be used to inform work on OAA Collective Action Plans on Tariffs and NTMs.  PECC would provide a preliminary report on this study to the CTI meeting in Cebu.  PECC also reported that it planned to publish the proceedings of its Trade Policy Forum VIII shortly, and that the key themes of its Trade Policy Forum IX, to be held in Seoul 12-14 September, would be multilateral liberalisation, new trade related issues (including investment, competition and the environment), and regional liberalisation initiatives in APEC.  The Committee noted PECC’s plan to hold future Trade Policy Forums back-to-back with relevant meetings of CTI and CTI sub-groups, beginning with Trade Policy Forum IX which would be held immediately before the APEC Investment Symposium in Tokyo in September.  Other areas relevant to the OAA Collective Action plans in which PECC had work under way included Rules of Origin, Liberalisation of Financial Services and Telecommunications.

7
OTHER BUSINESS


Partners for Progress Project Proposals


50.
Japan introduced two Partners for Progress (PFP) Project proposals in the areas of Competition Policy and Management of Industrial Property Rights:  Computerisation of Application Processing in Industrial Property Rights.  (Copies of these project proposals are attached as Annexes 14 and 15 - pages 159 and 163.)  The Committee agreed that members should provide Japan with comments on the two project proposals by 30 April, and that Japan would prepare revised versions and distribute them before the CTI meeting in Cebu for further consideration at that time.


Proposed Seminar on Technical Aspects of Anti-dumping Issues


51.
The Committee noted China’s proposal for a seminar on technical aspects of anti-dumping, and agreed that members should provide China with comments by 30 April.  On the basis of these, China would prepare a revised proposal for further consideration at the CTI meeting in Cebu.  (A copy of the project proposal is attached as Annex 16 - page 167).


APEC Seminar on the Implementation of the Uruguay Round Agreement on Agriculture

52.
The Committee noted Mexico’s report on the successful outcome of the APEC Seminar on the Implementation of the Uruguay Round Agreement on Agriculture held in Mexico 4-6 March.  (A copy of the report on the seminar is attached as Annex 17 - page 180).


Information Gathering and Analysis


53.
The Chair introduced a discussion paper on CTI Perspectives on Information Gathering and Analysis, and noted that it had been prepared in response to the view expressed at the CTI meeting in Manila that CTI’s work now required more focussed analysis.  It also reflected the specific recommendations in respect of collection, comparability, refinement of existing data and information gaps arising from the two PECC studies.  (Copies of the paper and an associated action summary are attached as Annex 18 and Annex 19 - pages 188 and 203.)


54.
The Committee noted that some information gaps would be addressed through the work of CTI sub-groups.  It agreed on the need to identify outstanding issues, and on the desirability of the CTI and its sub-groups coordinating closely with the Economic Committee (EC) and the Trade and Investment Data Review Task Force (TID).  It agreed that Canada (as EC Convenor) should arrange an informal meeting of representatives of CTI, EC and TID at the CTI meeting in Cebu to discuss coordination of work on information gathering and analysis.  The Committee agreed that, in order to help inform this discussion, members should complete the action summary document and return it to the APEC Secretariat (Brian Wilson) by 30 April.

8
TRADE POLICY DIALOGUE


55.
The Chair noted the Committee’s earlier agreement that no formal record would be kept of the CTI’s Trade Policy Dialogue.   The Committee had an informal preparatory exchange on WTO issues which might be relevant to forthcoming meetings of APEC and WTO Trade Ministers.  The Committee agreed that the next Trade Policy Dialogue would be held in conjunction with the CTI meeting in Davao in August.  It also agreed that the topic on this occasion would be Subregional Trade Arrangements and that the United States would facilitate the preparation of a discussion paper in association with Japan, Singapore, New Zealand, Australia and PECC representatives.   The topic for the October meeting would be agreed by the Committee in August.   Korea, Japan, Hong Kong and Chinese Taipei indicated their  willingness to work together in preparing a discussion paper on Rules of Origin, should this topic be selected.

NEXT CTI MEETING, 20-21 MAY


56.
The Committee agreed that its next meeting would be held in Cebu on 20 - 21 May.

10
CONCLUSION OF MEETING


57.
The Committee concluded its meeting by reiterating its appreciation to the APEC Secretariat for the excellent practical support which it had provided.  The Committee also expressed its gratitude to Singapore for the hospitality which had been extended.
