Background

The “APEC IST-WG Subgroup D Meeting on Environment and Sustainable Development (ESD)” was successfully held in Chinese Taipei on 24 October 2003.  The meeting was attended by delegations of Canada, Indonesia, Korea, New Zealand, Macao, China, and Chinese Taipei.  In this meeting, 14 specific initiatives as well as ESD issues and actions for each of the four policy themes have been identified that can be undertaken to facilitate sustainable growth in the APEC region.  The meeting has suggested “sustainable growth” to be the possible theme for the Ministerial Dialogue in the 4th APEC Ministers' Meeting and to host a side meeting titled “Decoupling Between Economic Growth and Environmental Degradation” in the 26th APEC IST-WG Meeting.  The chair of Subgroup D has drafted the record of this meeting and delivered to all APEC IST-WG contacts points. 

Purposes

(1) Illustrate the relationship between economic growth and environmental degradation and the its specific implication for developed and developing economies in APEC

(2) Share experiences on resources conservation, emission reduction, and responsive policies that decouple economic growth from environmental degradation and suggested cooperative action plan in APEC

(3) Discuss for a conclusion to be proposed for a possible theme of Ministerial Dialogue
