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INTRODUCTION:

1. The Tenth Plenary Meeting of the APEC Agricultural Technical Cooperation Working
Group (ATCWG), hosted by Viet Nam, was held on June 13-15, 2006, in Quang Ninh.  Delegates from Australia, Brunei Darussalam, Canada, the People’s Republic of China, Indonesia, Japan, the Republic of Korea, Malaysia, Papua New Guinea, Chinese Taipei, Thailand, the United States, and Viet Nam participated in the meeting.  The APEC Secretariat was also present. The list of delegates appears in Annex 1.

2. The meeting was Co-Chaired by ATCWG Lead Shepherd Mr. Cho, Chae-Ho, Director, Multilateral Cooperation Division, Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry, the Republic of Korea; and Ms. Hoang Thi Dung, Deputy Director General, International Cooperation Department, Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development, Viet Nam. 

3. Dr. Bui Ba Bong, Vice Minister of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development,
Viet Nam officially opened the 10th Plenary Session of the ATCWG by stating that agriculture is important for Viet Nam accounting for 18 percent of the total GDP and 25 percent of its export. The Vice Minister explained that the government of Viet Nam focused its effort in enhancing stability and improving rural livelihood. To those end, international as well as domestic cooperation in development of technology and human resources was important. He added that Viet Nam’s agricultural policy aims at extending agricultural market and attracts investment through active integration into the world economy. 
AGENDA ITEM I:
Co-Chairs’ Opening Remarks

4. In his opening remarks, the Lead Shepherd Mr. Cho, Chae-Ho extended his gratitude to the
delegates participating in the meeting, and to the Vietnamese government for hosting the event. He recognized the contribution of ATCWG in enhancing economic as well as technical cooperation among APEC economies, and emphasized that the role of ATCWG would be more important as the interest in agricultural cooperation was increasing. He wished a fruitful discussion at this ATCWG Plenary meeting. 
AGENDA ITEM II:
Adoption of the Agenda

5.
Draft agenda was adopted without change (2006/ATCWG/001).  
AGENDA ITEM III:
Business Arrangements

6. The Lead Shepherd explained the Project Evaluation Group (PEG) would be divided into

two small groups: one for TILF projects evaluation; the other for evaluation of Operational Account projects and APEC Support Fund projects. The PEG consisted of the United States, Japan, Korea, Malaysia, Canada and Australia. 
AGENDA ITEM IV:
APEC Secretariat’s Report

7. Mr. Xianguo Tong of the APEC Secretariat reported to the meeting the latest APEC

developments between ATCWG9 (June 2005) and ATCWG10 (June 2006). Mr. Tong specifically pointed out that to achieve higher efficiency through better coordination, APEC Senior Officials (SOM) took a decision last November to transform SOM Committee on ECOTECH (ESC) into the SOM Steering Committee on ECOTECH (SCE) with an enhanced mandate to undertake the coordinating function and rank project proposals of Working Groups (WGs) by priority while evaluating their progress.  SOM instructed all sub-fora, WGs and Task Forces to submit their respective Terms of Reference (TOR) (or to develop such TORs, if they do not currently have them) by SOM III/2006, so that Committee on Trade and Investment (CTI) for CTI sub-fora, the SCE for Working Groups (WGs) and SOM for SOM Task Forces could review their mandates, and to, henceforth, include a sunset clause in their respective TORs, if they do not currently contain one. SOM decided that all sub-fora, WGs and Task Forces  should not henceforth attract a quorum of less than 14 members(2/3 of APEC membership) at two consecutive meetings.  To this end, SOM instructed the APEC Secretariat to collate and monitor the aforementioned information on APEC sub-fora, WGs and Task Forces, including the participation rates of members, and report to CTI, the SCE or SOM respectively.  SOM may seek decision at a higher authority as necessary on disbandment of the forum, merger with another forum and/or withdrawal of rights to propose APEC-funded projects upon recommendation of CTI or SCE. As for SOM Task Forces, SOM will be responsible for any merger/abolishment and may submit its recommendations to APEC Ministerial Meeting (AMM) for endorsement.

8.
The ATCWG welcomed and took note of the APEC Secretariat’s Report (2006/ATCWG/003).
AGENDA ITEM V:
ATC-Related Issues in APEC

       A. Result of the 5th HLPDAB

9. The Lead Shepherd informed the member economies to refer to documents number

2006/ATCWG/042 to see the result of the High Level Policy Dialogue of Agricultural Biotechnology. 

B.   Other ATC-Related Issues in APEC
APEC Food System 
10. Thailand suggested moving forward APEC Food System under ATCWG since it was relevant to this Group. The Secretariat explained the background of APEC Food System for a better understanding. 
AGENDA ITEM VI: Election of Next Lead Shepherd (2007-2009) 
11. The Republic of Korea has been elected the ATCWG Lead Shepherd

since 1 January 2003. Korea prepared to hand over the lead shepherdship to a newly elected lead shepherd at the end of last year. But due to a disagreement among the ATCWG members on the two listed candidates, Korea was asked to retain the lead shepherdship for one year till the end of 2006. At this ATCWG meeting, Canada put forward its candidate for consideration. By consensus agreement, Canada has been elected the next ATCWG Lead Shepherd to succeed Korea at the end of this year. It was decided at the meeting that Canada’s tenure as the ATCWG Lead Shepherd is three years from 2007 to 2009.
12. Canada thanked the member economies for their trust and support and indicated that it is an  honour to serve as the Lead Shepherd. Canada spoke highly of the previous Lead Shepherds: Chinese Taipei, Japan and Korea in chronological order. Canada said it is replacing such strong leaders is a tall order. Canada will work the group to meet the future challenges in the agriculture and agri-food sector in the APEC region. Canada believes that a multi-disciplinary group such as the ATCWG is in an ideal position to take stock, assess, and understand the opportunities and risks facing the region, and at the same time, has the tools to design and implement the programming that will make the difference between effectively dealing and not dealing with those challenges. Canada will also aim to maximize the representation and participation of member economies, hence building a sense of community for the Pacific Rim.
13. Member economies supported the comments made by Canada on the previous Lead Shepherds and expressed their support for the newly elected Canadian Lead Shepherd.   
AGENDA ITEM VII:
Progress and Self-Review of the Seven Priority Areas
14. The Shepherds and Co-Shepherds briefed the meeting on the progress of their respective priority areas conducted since the ninth ATCWG Plenary Meeting in June 2005.

A.
Conservation and Utilization of Plant and Animal Genetic Resources (Led by Chinese Taipei and Mexico)

15. Chinese Taipei reported on progress in this priority area (2006/ATCWG/004) as well as the Action Plan for 2006 – 2008 (2006/ATCWG/005). Chinese Taipei explained the plan to hold the 1st APEC Workshop on the Harmonization of CBD and TRIPS Related Issues on Plant Genetic Resources on 25-29 September 2006 (2006/ATCWG/006), and a training course in improving seed storage quality in 2008. In response to the question of the U.S., Chinese Taipei welcomed participation of other APEC fora. The Secretariat suggested that member economies publicize plans so that any interested APEC fora could participate. 

16. Korea briefed the ATCWG on the plan for the Workshop on Effective Genebank Management for an Integrated System on Sustainable Conservation and Utilization of Plant Genetic Resources in APEC Member Economies (2006/APEC/007). Korea encouraged member economies to show active participation in this workshop. 
17. In summary, the ATCWG expressed its appreciation to Chinese Taipei and Mexico for    leading this sub-group, noted the progress of this sub-group, and endorsed the draft action plan. 


B. Research, Development and Extension of Agricultural Biotechnology (Led by Korea)
18. Canada presented the 1st section of the progress report, specifically an overview of the

Sub-group’s strategic planning exercise held in conjunction with the transition of Shepherdship from Canada to Korea in January 2006. The main outcome of this exercise was the development of a draft statement on the new Research Development and Extension of Agricultural Biotechnology (RDEAB) plan of activities, including the three future RDEAB themes: information sharing; capacity building and resource sharing; and science-based assessment. 
19. Korea presented the remainder of the progress report (2006/ATCWG/008) and the draft

action plan (2006/ATCWG/009) for the priority area of RDEAB  focusing on the 9th Workshop in Chile and the action plan from 2006 to 2008.  The draft future themes will be transformed into specific items for the Sub-group’s implementation plan to be developed at its next meeting in the Philippines in November 2006. 

20. In summary, the ATCWG welcomed the progress report, and endorsed the draft action plan for the RDEAB sub-group.  
C. Production, Processing, Marketing, Distribution and Consumption of Agricultural Products (Led by USA and Japan)
21. Japan presented the progress report (2006/ATCWG/012), and the draft action plan (2006/ATCWG/013) for the subgroup on Production, Processing, Marketing, Distribution and Consumption of Agricultural Products. 
22. Japan outlined the improvements it made in the website (www.jaicaf.or.jp/atc/pro.htm) and encouraged member economies, related agencies and public officials to visit the website. Japan also stated its intention to continue to make efforts to seek and put valuable information on the website. In this context, Japan asked for the cooperation and support from member economies.  
23. Malaysia presented the progress report on Market Liberalization and its relationship with
market structure, conduct and performance of selected Food processing Industry of APEC     member Economies (2006/ATCWG/014). 
24. Viet Nam presented the progress report on capacity building for implementation of     
management systems for food safety and quality control of agricultural products in Viet Nam and other APEC economies (2006/APEC/015). Viet Nam noted that it would plan to hold a national workshop on 26-27 June, 2006. 
25. Thailand made a presentation on the evaluation report for APEC Training on Improvement   of Quality of Fresh Produce for Export Markets (2006/ATCWG/017) and for the APEC Workshop on Supply Chain Management of Agri-foods for Better Market Access by SMEs (2006/ATCWG/018). 

26. In summary, the ATCWG noted the evaluation and progress reports for the Production, Processing, Marketing, Distribution and Consumption of Agricultural Products sub-group and approved the Action Plan for this sub-group.

D. Plant and Animal Quarantine and Pest Management (Led by Australia and USA)

27. In presenting the progress report (2006/ATCWG/019), the United States emphasized that this is a dynamic area and the broad nature of this subgroup. Thus, the U.S. noted the importance of increasing participation from other member economies. The U.S. presented achievements not only within APEC but also in a broader sense and pointed out some important activities. 

28. Among these activities, the United States highlighted two courses: International Course on Veterinary Epidemiology; and International Foreign Animal Disease Diagnostics and asked member economies to utilize these opportunities and others detailed in its report.  

29. Australia presented the Action Plan 2006-2008 (2006/ATCWG/020). The Australian government put emphasis on animal & public health and pest management and indicated that it was finalizing a funding strategy for A$100 million over four years for pandemics and other emerging infectious diseases in the Asia-Pacific Region. Australia also shared information on the outcome of the APEC Pandemic Response Simulation Exercise conducted in June, 2006. 

30. Japan informed the meeting of its plan to hold a capacity building seminar (2006/ATCWG/025) on the margins of SOM III in September this year. The workshop would focus on containment of Avian Influenza and training veterinary resources and containment of AI infection to human beings. Japan encouraged member economies to take part in the workshop. The United States noted its participation in this workshop regarding indemnification programs.  

31. Canada asked if there would be any way to provide member economies of the information on non APEC activities such as workshops or training. The Secretariat answered positively and suggested member economies utilize APEC Information Management Portal (AIMP) website to share information. 

32. Malaysia presented the progress report on Capacity Building in the Surveillance and Diagnosis of Leafminer, Whiteflies, Thrips and Mealybug Pests in Developing APEC Economies for Improved Market Access (2006/APEC/022), and outlined the objectives and achievements regarding this project. Malaysia also presented the evaluation report on Promoting APEC Collaboration on Biosecurity, Planning and Surveillance for Pest (2006/ATCWG/023). 

33. In summary, the ATCWG noted the evaluation and progress reports for the priority area of the Plant and Animal Quarantine and Pest Management. The ATCWG also approved the action plan of this subgroup. 

E.
Cooperative Development of Agricultural Finance System (Led by Chinese Taipei, Korea and Thailand)

34. Chinese Taipei presented the progress report (2006/ATCWG/026) and the action plan (2006/ATCWG/027) on the priority area of the Cooperative Development of an Agricultural Finance System. Chinese Taipei also explained the plan for hosting the APEC Workshop on the Cooperative Development of Agricultural Finance System (2006/APEC/028). Taking this opportunity, Chinese Taipei extended special appreciation to the previous Lead Shepherd, Dr. Oh of Korea, for his leadership and to Canada for taking the Lead Shepherd role. 

35. Korea explained its consideration on having a training course in this priority area next year.  Thailand, as a Co-Shepherd, expressed its interests in holding a symposium.  
36. In summary, the ATCWG noted the progress report and endorsed the draft work plan submitted by the new shepherds for this priority area.  Participants welcomed the proposal by Chinese Taipei to hold a Workshop on the Cooperative Development of Agricultural Finance System in 2006.

F.
Agricultural Technology Transfer and Training (Led by Indonesia and Japan)
37. Indonesia presented the progress report on the Workshop on Utilization of the ATT&T  Networking System (2006/ATCWG/031) and the draft action plan (2006/ATCWG/030) on the priority area of Agricultural Technology Transfer and Training. In addition, Indonesia asked for more active participation and support from the ATCWG member economies.   

38. Japan noted that technology is very important for agricultural productivity but dissemination of technology is more important. Japan pointed out some of strong and unique points of the Indonesian project and expressed its willingness to continue its support. 

39. China agreed with Japan on the importance of technology and introduced the two projects conducted last year: One was the workshop on the Organic Agriculture and Green Food on 1st -3rd November, 2005; and the other was the Training Course on Production Management and Techniques of Dairy Buffalo from Oct. 24th to Nov. 4th 2005. 
40. In summary, the ATCWG endorsed the draft action plan and noted the progress report and evaluation report on the seminar on the Networking of the ATT&T (2006/ATCWG/032). 

G.
 Sustainable Agriculture and Related Environmental Issues (Led by China, Japan, Chinese Taipei and the Philippines)

41. Japan presented the progress report on Sustainable Agriculture and Related

Environmental Issues (2006/ATCWG/033) and the action plan (2006/ATCWG/034). Japan explained Biomass-Asia Forum 2006 held on 19-21 Jan. 2006 which focused on sustainable agriculture and biomass utilization in Asia. In the presentation, Japan pointed out the challenging task for expansion of biomass utilization and explained next steps. Japan also stated that it continued to search for measures to disseminate result of the project and asked for cooperation and support from member economies. 

42. Thailand expressed interest in establishing linkages with Asian Biomass Network. This results from the fact that Thailand is currently carrying out extensive research in Biomass utilization. 

43. China, Canada and Korea expressed their strong support for the Japanese project.    

44. The APEC Secretariat recommended that ATCWG collaborate with the Energy Working Group in this area to avoid unnecessary duplication. 

45.
In summary, the ATCWG endorsed the draft action plan and the evaluation report of the Sustainable Agriculture and Related Environmental Issues. 
AGENDA ITEM VIII:
APEC Fund Seeking Project proposals for 2007 (Co-Chairs and overseer of each project) 

      46. A total of nine projects were put forward to the Working Group for consideration and ranking, of which two were seeking APEC TILF funding, two for Operational Account and five for APEC Support Fund (For specific ranking, please refer to Paragraph 46). 

47. Project Overseers of the nine projects were given an opportunity to explain their proposals at the Plenary before they were evaluated and ranked. 

48. In view of the recommendations from the Project Evaluation Group (PEG), ATCWG endorsed the ranking by consensus. The ranked project proposals are as follows in the order of precedence: 

Operational Account and APEC Support Fund Projects 

1. Capacity Building in the Surveillance and Diagnosis of Leafminer, Whiteflies, Thrips and Mealybug pests in Developing APEC Economies for Improved Market Access(Year2) (2006/ATCWG/047) submitted by Malaysia 

2. Application of New Technologies to Improve and Harmonise Training standards in the management of Fresh Post-harvest Quality of Fruit and Vegetables in Developing APEC Economies (2006/ATCWG/037) submitted by Thailand 

3. APEC Exercise management Project (2006/ATCWG/040) submitted by Australia 

4. Sharing experiences with the management of the avian influenza H5N1 threat (2006/ATCWG/036) submitted by Australia. Australia suggested that this proposal may be co-sponsored by Thailand and that the workshop could be held in Thailand. Thailand is currently considering the proposition in consultation with the relevant agencies and will provide the final decision as soon as possible.

Economies (2006/ATCWG/041) submitted by Viet Nam

6. Emergency Communication Network (2006/ATCWG/039) submitted by Australia 

7. Rural Environment and Solutions for Development of Sustainable Agriculture in Viet Nam and other APEC Economies (2006/ATCWG/046) submitted by Viet Nam

1. AFAS 2007 Symposium – a methodology for implementing ISPM 15 (2006/ATCWG/035) submitted by Indonesia 

2. 11th Workshop on Technical Cooperation, Capacity Building Risk Assessment management and Emerging Issues in Agricultural Biotechnology (2006/ATCWG/038) submitted by Korea

 49. All nine project proposals will be submitted to SCE and BMC for endorsement in due course.
