Chair’s Summary Report

Executive Summary

The 9th meeting of the APEC Counter-Terrorism Task Force (CTTF) was held in Ha Noi, Viet Nam, on 27-28 February 2006 with the aim to approve the work plan of the year, identify key deliverables for 2006 and discuss new initiatives.

The Work Plan was adopted and the recommendations of the STAR IV Conference, held on 24-25 February 2006, which aimed to further enhance private and public partnership in the implementation of secure trade measures, were incorporated. 
The Group agreed to facilitate the work on 10 initial key deliverables for 2006 and discussed nine new initiatives:

-  Radioactive Sources Initiative. 

-  Food Defense proposal. 
-  Enhancing Aviation Security. 

-  Developing/Strengthening Aviation Security quality controls. 

-  Non-proliferation initiatives. 
-  Threat-Risk Assessments of Rail and Mass Transit Systems. 

-  Business Resumption Planning Point of Contact Network.
-  APEC Counter-Terrorism Guidebook Initiative. 
-  Anti-terrorist Financing Project Proposal.

Fourteen member economies submitted their Counter-Terrorism Action Plans updates. 

It was agreed to invite representatives from CTAG and UNCTC to the next CTTF meeting in May to discuss capacity building initiatives related to the CTAPs cross- analysis study.
An urgent project proposal requesting funding for participants from the 11 travel eligible economies to attend the “APEC Symposium on Total Supply Chain Security, Singapore 6 - 7 July 2006” was approved.
SOM is requested to:

· Endorse the CTTF report.

· Endorse the CTTF 2006 Work Plan.
· Endorse the CTTF decision to invite representatives from CTAG and UNCTC to the next CTTF meeting in May.
· Endorse an urgent TILF project proposal requesting APEC funds.
Counter-Terrorism Task Force

Chair’s Summary Report

Hanoi, Viet Nam
The 9th meeting of the APEC Counter-Terrorism Task Force (CTTF) was held in Hanoi Viet Nam, on 27-28 February 2006. Sixty (60) participants from all 21 member economies attended. The APEC Secretariat was also present.  Dr. Larry Howard represented the International Association of Maritime Universities (IAMU) as guest speaker.
CTTF Chair Ambassador Benjamin Defensor of the Philippines chaired the meeting. 
I.
Chair’s Opening Remarks 

Ambassador Defensor opened the meeting by thanking Viet Nam for its preparations, welcoming the new members of the CTTF, and outlining the meeting objectives. Drawing on his STAR IV keynote remarks, he noted the challenges for CTTF and stressed the importance of adopting a ‘focused’ Work Plan which reflected the objectives of the CTTF as contained in the revised 2005 Terms of Reference. He explained the changes recently made to the format of the Annotated Agenda and Work Plan, including setting the year’s deliverables in specific, achievable and measurable terms, instead of generic descriptions.  
II. 
Procedures and Arrangements

The host Viet Nam welcomed all delegates to Hanoi and briefed on the business arrangements and invited the members for a group photograph, and the Chair, to attend a press conference with members of the Vietnamese media at the end of the first morning session. 
III. 
Adoption of Agenda.

The annotated agenda was approved with revisions. Members agreed to move the agenda item VI. A. “Key Deliverables for 2006” to the end of the discussion of item VI “CTTF 2006 Work Plan and Tasking Statement”. Members also agreed to move from item VI. F. “New Initiatives” the sub item 8 “International initiative on MANPADS” to item VI. H. “Other Matters”.
IV. 
Chair’s Report on Intersessional Work






Ambassador Defensor reported on the intersessional work done by CTTF members since 16 September 2005, which culminated with the endorsement of the Radioactive Sources Initiative, the MANPADS Vulnerability Assessment Initiative and the Final Results of the CTTF Counter-Terrorism Action Plans (CTAP) Cross Analysis. He noted that the CTTF drew praise at the 13th APEC Leaders’ Summit in Busan on account of the members’ resolution of those outstanding issues. He also cited the newly revised CTAP template, incorporating the 2005 instructions from Leaders and Ministers, which was completed through e-mail exchanges between November 2005 and January 2006.   The Chair requested that all members undertake a full and timely completion of their CTAP’s.
V.
STAR IV Outcomes and Recommendations

Viet Nam reported on the outcomes and recommendations of the Secure Trade in the APEC Region (STAR) IV Conference, held on 24-25 February 2006 at the Horison Hotel, Hanoi, Viet Nam, which aimed to further enhance private and public partnership in the implementation of secure trade measures. 
Members thanked Viet Nam for the organization of the Conference, made comments on the report and agreed to the following recommendations to be conveyed to SOM for endorsement:

· Enhancing Public and Private Partnership is crucial for effectively and efficiently promoting secured trade in the region. Such partnerships should be done at both domestic and inter-regional levels;
· The private sector, including small and medium enterprises, should not be viewed simply as fund providers but as a partner in implementing security measures. They should also be included in the decision making process;

· There is a need to promote the complementary objectives of trade facilitation and security. To do this, the factors of costs, efficiency and security should be considered;

· Further efforts should be made in promoting coordination and interaction between SOM, ABAC and APEC committees on issues relating to the STAR Initiative so that joint recommendations can be provided to Leaders;

· APEC relevant committees and fora should encourage member economies to share best practices and model projects in implementing security measures, inclusive of the protection of ports and other infrastructure. Standardization and harmonization of methodology should be encouraged in implementing security measures;

· Multi-level and coordinated capacity building efforts should be intensified. In this regard, APEC should ensure adequate coordination and exchange of information within its working groups and task forces to avoid duplication with work undertaken by international donor coordination fora. 

VI.
CTTF Work Plan and Tasking Statement

The Group discussed the Work Plan for the year which incorporates the coordination of implementing Leaders’ and Ministers’ Statements; identify and assess economies capacity building needs; coordinate capacity building and technical assistance; cooperate with relevant international organizations to advance the implementation of Leaders’ and Ministers’ instructions and avoid unnecessary duplication of efforts; facilitate cooperation among APEC fora on counter terrorism; facilitate the work on key deliverables for 2006; and discuss new APEC initiatives and other counter terrorism initiatives.

Members thanked the Chair for the comprehensive draft presented and noted that the main objective of this work plan should be to concentrate on the areas directly related to the Leaders’ and Ministers’ statements and that CTTF should avoid duplicating work undertaken by other international organizations and should delegate issues that are not related to counter-terrorism work to other appropriate APEC sub-fora.

The final version of the 2006 Work Plan approved by the CTTF is attached to this report for SOM final endorsement as Annex A.
A. Implementation of the Leaders’ and Ministers’ Statements

Ten member economies provided written updates on how their economies are implementing the commitments made by Leaders and Ministers in Bangkok and Santiago, and are planning to implement the new instructions as contained in the Busan Declaration.  The Chair reminded members that this was an ongoing process and encouraged member economies to submit their updates at the next meeting.
B.   Assessment of Counter-Terrorism Needs
1. CTAPs-based Capacity Building

The Project Manager of the CTAPs Cross-Analysis Study explained that the CT capacity-building activities to be incorporated in the Work Plan should first be undertaken on an individual economy basis.  The updated CTAPs, with their suggested capacity-building needs, will then be considered by the Small Group as a basis for a CTTF report to be given to donor agencies.   It was noted that the G8 affiliated Counter-Terrorism Action Group (counter-terrorism capacity building donor coordination group) had reviewed the findings of the 2005 CTAP CAP, and will respond with appropriate capacity building assistance on a case-by-case basis.
2. CTAPs 2006 Update
The Secretariat noted that 14 member economies have submitted their Counter-Terrorism Action Plans updates which will be uploaded into the CTAP section of the APEC website. The Secretariat encouraged members to submit updates as soon as possible, and noting that some sections were being left blank, asked members to fully complete the CTAP.  
C.  Capacity-building and Technical Assistance programs

ADB-Funded Projects. The United States provided updates on the 7 projects funded under the Regional Trade Financial Security Initiative with ADB and welcomed the new contributions to the fund provided by Chinese Taipei and New Zealand. Australia and Japan welcomed the new contributions and called for additional contributions. The U.S. urged donors to support a donor review meeting on these projects to be held in Manila.
D.   Cooperation among APEC fora on counter-terrorism issues

1.  
Regional maritime and port security

ISPS Code Project: On behalf of Australia and Singapore, Singapore updated CTTF on the progress of the two maritime security ISPS Code workshops organised last year by Australia and Singapore.  The final workshop will be conducted at the beginning of March 2006.  Singapore advised that participant feedback from this last workshop will be evaluated and shared with the CTTF members. Russia updated members on the internal work that it has undertaken to implement the ISPS and port security. 

2.   APEC Key Elements for Effective Export Control System
Update on the Survey on Export Control: Japan informed the members that one additional submission was received after the last report done in September 2005 on the survey on current practices related to “Key Elements for Effective Export Control Systems” and encouraged voluntary support from APEC members. 
3.  Travel security

Regional Movement Alert List (RMAL) and Advance Passenger Information System (API) Updates. Ms. Suzanne Ford, Australian delegate to the Business Mobility Group, updated members on the Regional Movement Alert List (RMAL) pilot project and the Advance Passenger Information System. Members welcomed the inclusion of New Zealand into the RMAL this year and the project’s expansion to include other economies by the end of 2006.  The Regional Movement Alert List aims to strengthen the ability of participating economies to address terrorism by monitoring the movement of people across our borders.  

4.  Trade security
Total Supply Chain Security: Singapore reported that following last year’s Leaders decision to endorse total supply chain security as a priority issue, it will host a two-day symposium on total supply chain security on 6 and 7 July 2006. The symposium will bring together experts from the public and private sectors to share best practices and contribute to information sharing. It aims to produce a set of recommendations that will set the framework for future work in APEC on total supply chain security.

Singapore advised that it has developed, together with APEC Secretariat, a project proposal requesting APEC funding for the airfares and per diems of two representatives from the APEC 11 travel eligible economies to attend. 
All member economies welcomed Singapore’s initiative and agreed to request SOM endorsement of this proposal.  It was also noted that Australia, Philippines and Russia are co-sponsors of the proposal. Japan suggested that Singapore take account of the discussions held on this issue at the STAR conferences. 
E.     New Initiatives

1. Radioactive Source Initiative. 

The US proposed a draft self-assessment questionnaire to be completed by members on a voluntary basis and e-mailed by May 1, 2006 to the US Department of State to assist relevant APEC economies to implement the International Atomic Energy Agency Code of Conduct on the Safety and Security of Radioactive Sources as well as the Guidance on the Import and Export of Radioactive Sources by the end of 2006.  Members asked for more time to study the questionnaire and agreed to discuss the initiative intersessionally. 

2. Food Defense proposal
A ‘food defense’ initiative was introduced by the US in response to Leaders statements and Ministers instructions to combat the threat of intentional contamination to the food supply.  A bioterrorism expert presented the case for addressing the risks to the food supply by terrorist attacks and the potential for catastrophic human and economic consequences of contamination.  The proposal involves a series of workshops to discuss risk assessment methodologies and the development of APEC best practices in this area.  While the proposal received broad support, some economies felt that this issue needed further study to reduce duplication with other ongoing food safety initiatives in other APEC fora. The proposal will be discussed intersessionally.  

3. Enhancing Aviation Security

US presented a proposal for all APEC economies to designate a Point of Contact (POC) by the end of 2006, for use in the event of urgent aviation security threats or incidents. The POCs will be tested annually through each APEC member contacting one other economy on a test mode and a resulting network of contacts would be maintained through annual updates. The aim is to improve aviation security communications and identify gaps in aviation security networks. 

Several points were raised by the members: formal testing procedures, value added to the APEC process, implications for multilateral cooperation on this initiative, possible duplication with existing APEC POC networks doing emergency-related activities, consideration of current capacities of developing economies and including ICAO in the project. Members agreed to work on the initiative intersessionally.    

4. Developing/Strengthening Aviation Security quality controls
US proposed that in order to mitigate the terrorist threat to international civil aviation network, APEC economies should develop civil aviation security quality controls for their jurisdictions by the end of 2006 to meet international standards and implement an effective compliance and enforcement program that meets or exceeds international quality control standards by the end of 2007.

Some members noted that the proposal, drawn from G8, was rather new in its original forum (G8) and needs time to develop and prove itself. A number of economies asked for more time to review the initiative and consult with their capitals. It was agreed that the matter be subject to further intersessional discussion.   

5. Non-proliferation initiatives
To advance APEC Leaders’ and Ministers’ commitments on the elimination of the threat of weapons of mass destruction and their means of delivery, the United States proposed  that the Counter Terrorism Task Force devote a session during CTTF III this year to discussion on the issue of non-proliferation.  At this session, experts on counter terrorism and non proliferation from each relevant economy would be encouraged to attend to enhance the capacity of member economies to work towards protecting regional prosperity and security from the threats posed by terrorism and proliferation. Several members welcomed the initiative and agreed to progress it intersessionally. Mexico noted that the primary forum to treat this proposal is the IAEA. China stated that CTTF already has a comprehensive agenda and there is no need to have a session on non-proliferation issues.
6. Threat-Risk Assements of Rail and Mass Transit Systems

Canada presented an initiative in the area of protecting rail and mass transit land transportation. Citing the lack of international coordination in this area and the absence of existing internationally agreed standards, Canada proposed that CTTF members agree to complete intersessionally a “Domestic Practices in Rail and Mass Transit Security” questionnaire which will be used as basis in the development of a “Conducting Threat-Risk Assessments of Rail and Mass Transit Systems, Best Practices” document.  It was suggested that a workshop to incorporate the findings of the questionnaire into the “Best Practices” document might be useful.
Members agreed to review the contents of the questionnaire before progressing the initiative between sessions. China suggested that the proposal should be studied at the Transportation Working Group first, and Canada agreed to share it with the Transportation Working Group given compatible interests. 
7. Business Resumption Planning Point of Contact Network. 

Canada presented a proposal to have APEC CTTF economies agree to identify individual high-level emergency management contacts, to develop a “Business Resumption Planning Points of Contact Network” to facilitate the early reopening of the borders to business in the event of a terrorist attack. Stressing the strong link between business resumption planning and the APEC’s counter-terrorism and trade security agenda, Canada argued that the CTTF should establish a “Point of Contact Network” to ensure rapid communication in the event of a major terrorist attack with an impact on border operations.

Members acknowledged the usefulness of the proposal, but some felt it needed to be reviewed in the context of APEC’s evolving comprehensive point of contact structure and possible duplications with other fora. Canada agreed to share the proposal with the IEGBM, the Task Force on Emergency Preparedness and the Health Task Force to ensure that ongoing initiatives were complementary.  CTTF members agreed to advance this proposal intersessionally. 

8. APEC Counter-Terrorism Guidebook Initiative 
Philippines proposed to develop a guidebook on APEC Counter-Terrorism to chronicle all CTTF, STAR Conference and APEC-related CT activities, benchmark significant CT accomplishments and highlight economies’ implementation of commitments to securing trade and enhancing human security by the end of 2006. The Philippines informed members that this would be a self-funded project and that it would circulate the outline of the guidebook to CTTF members intersessionally.
Several economies supported the initiative and requested the development of a concept paper outlining the contents of this document. China expressed its view that this guidebook is not necessary as the CTAP details Leaders’ commitments and expected work to be done by members on counter terrorism. It was suggested that APEC’s counter terrorism efforts are well presented in various publications from APEC Secretariat. 
9. Anti-terrorist Financing Project Proposal

Australia proposed to develop and conduct a capacity building assistance project on anti-terrorist financing training for APEC member economies in 2007.  Members welcomed the proposal and looked forward to its formal presentation for endorsement at CTTF 2. Australia noted that the role and value of financial intelligence in counter terrorism financing and anti-money laundering activities has been internationally recognized.  
F. Key Deliverables for 2006
The Key Deliverables for 2006 were agreed as follows:

1.  Enhance public-private partnerships to strengthen cooperation in combating terrorism while boosting trade and investment efficiency.

2.   Publish and disseminate information on measures taken to secure trade based on the STAR IV outcomes and recommendations.

3.    Support Singapore’s initiative to host an APEC Symposium on Total Supply Chain Security in 2006.

4.     Implement the international Atomic Energy Agency Code of Conduct on the Safety and Security of Radioactive Sources by the end of 2006.

5.    Implement the Guidance on the Import and Export of Radioactive Sources 
by the end of 2006.

6. Undertake a MANPADS Vulnerability Assessment of international airports in each economy by the end of 2006 and, where required, provide capacity-building for APEC economies to assist with this.  

7. Respond to regional capacity-building needs identified in the CTAP cross-analysis.

8. Advance capacity building efforts for international ship and port security standards.  

9. Continue implementation of Anti Money Laundering and Counter Terrorism Financing and port security projects through the Asian Development Bank’s Regional Trade and Financial Security Initiative.    

10. Support the expansion of the Regional Movement Alert List project in 2006. 
11. Other possible new initiatives.
H. Other Matters.

1. Update on Work in International Fora. 
a. CTAG. Canada reported on the G 8 affiliated Counter-Terrorism Action Group (CTAG) meeting held in Moscow, 17 February 2006. The delegate informed that the CTAG discussed the APEC CTAPS Cross-Analysis Project, which they received after the November 2005 Summit. CTAG said the CTAP is a useful tool in that it provides economies an opportunity to do a stocktake of efforts to respond to Leaders directions and to highlight capacity building needs to implement these commitments. CTAG members were supportive of the findings and grateful for the CTTF’s identification of specific, regionally focused capacity building initiatives. The CTAG also agreed to consider these projects from a domestic delivery perspective and will report on their plans to respond at its next meeting in April. Canada suggested that CTTF Chair may wish to invite the CTAG and the UN Counter Terrorism Committee to provide a briefing at the CTTF meeting in May on their plans to respond to the CTAP Cross-Analysis project requests.

b.  Bali Process on Counter Terrorism. - Australia briefed members on the latest activities under the Bali Counter Terrorism Process which they noted has been an important avenue for enhancing legal and law enforcement counter terrorism efforts across the region.  Australia advised that the February 2004 Bali Regional Ministerial Meeting on Counter-terrorism established two groups: the Legal Issues Working Group chaired by Australia; and the Law Enforcement Working Group chaired by Indonesia.  It advised that the co-chairs of the Bali CT Process, Australia and Indonesia would shortly be circulating a progress report to Bali Process members.  It also advised that there were no plans to hold a second Ministerial conference at this stage.
c.  Russia made a presentation on its work in international cooperation against terrorism, highlighting its leading role in developing the Nuclear Terrorism Convention, and reiterated its commitment to finalize the text of Comprehensive Convention against International Terrorism in the UN Special Committee Chairman’s version and put its efforts to continue working out a global strategy on combating terrorism and other new challenges and threats. The report also outlined Russia’s work with international organizations such as ASEAN, ARF, CICTE, G8, SCO and CIS, and identified its priorities under it’s G8 presidency this year (health, energy security, education). 

d.  Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO). China said that combating terrorism is the priority of the SCO, along with combating separatism and extremism. The Shanghai Convention on Combating Terrorism, Separatism and Extremism, signed upon the inception of SCO, outlines the direction, form and principles of the anti-terrorism cooperation. The SCO was one of the first international organizations with explicit stipulations to fight terrorism. 
Members welcomed the reports and agreed with Canada’s proposal to invite representatives from CTAG and UNCTC to the next CTTF meeting in May to discuss capacity building initiatives related to the CTAPs cross- analysis study.
2. Ministerial Conference on International Transport Security. Japan made a presentation on the main outcomes of this conference held in Tokyo on 12 and 13 January 2006 and expressed its strong support to the new initiatives on the aviation security and land transportation protection proposed by US and Canada.

3.   International Association of Maritime Universities (IAMU) Joint Maritime Triad project. At the request of Japan, Dr. Larry Howard from the State University of New York made a presentation on the joint Russian-US academic university project on development of training courses, qualifications and standards for security trainers and instructors which aim to create international standards of security training, drills and exercises that will serve as models for international use.

4.   Counter Terrorism Experts Conference. The Philippines invited CTTF members to attend a conference on April 20 to 22 in Mactan, Cebu.  This is a non-APEC event.
5.  Australian international diplomatic initiative on MANPADS.  Australia made a presentation on this initiative. The objective of the initiative, launched by Australia’s Minister for Foreign Affairs in December 2005, is to raise awareness of the threat to civil aviation posed by MANPADS.  In particular, the initiative aims to encourage governments in the Asia-Pacific region among others to implement effective controls over the manufacture, storage and transfer of MANPADS, related equipment and technology.  Australia and the US announced their intention to co-host an expert-level seminar in 2006 on the methodology for MANPADS Vulnerability Assessments to support the 2005 APEC agreement to undertake assessments at international airports by the end of 2006.  

VI.   Update from the APEC Secretariat

The Secretariat tabled a report (2006/SOM1/CTTF/022) on APEC Developments and made a presentation on the Secretariat’s Communications services, indicated a variety of Communication tools that could be used to provide information about the work of the CTTF to external audiences interested in its activities. The Secretariat also informed that it will be deploying the APEC Collaboration and Meeting System (ACMS) and the Less Paper Meeting System (LPMS) modules of the APEC Information and Management Portal (AIMP) to BMC in March, and then to a small number of fora by the time of SOM II. The CTTF could start to usefully consider how the group might want to utilize the AIMP and its functions.

VII.   Meeting Documents

Members agreed to the classification of documents as presented by the Secretariat. 

VIII.   Next Meeting

Viet Nam informed that the Tenth CTTF meeting will be held in Ho Chi Minh City in May. The exact dates will be decided intersessionally. The delegate informed that the meeting could take place on either 26 and 27 May or 27 and 28 May 2006.

IX.  Chair’s Closing Remarks

In closing the session, the Chair summarized the key issues taken up during the two-day meeting and thanked all members for their active participation and contributions. He encouraged members to progress the remaining initiatives intersessionally and looked forward to the next CTTF meeting in May.

CTTF 2006 Work Plan

APEC Counter Terrorism Task Force

Hanoi, 27 – 28 February 2006

Viet Nam

This Work Plan is the CTTF’s road map for the year. Anchored on the 2005 Revised CTTF Terms of Reference, it delineates the CTTF’s ongoing and planned contributions to APEC’s efforts at enhancing human security while protecting the regions’ business and trade against disruptions in the broad context of the Leaders and Ministers’ Statements, agreed key deliverables, and other initiatives considered and agreed to be essential to the security of the vision and goals of APEC.

For the year 2006, the CTTF shall:

A.
Coordinate the implementation of the Leaders’ and Ministers Statements

1. Review the progress and obtain updates on economies’ efforts to dismantle trans-boundary terrorist groups; eliminate the danger posed by the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, their delivery systems and related items; develop measures consistent with the APEC Guidelines on the Control and Security of Man-Portable Air Defense Systems (MANPADS), as well as measures consistent  with the APEC Key Elements for Effective Export Control Systems; work to adhere to the IAEA Additional Protocol by the end of 2005; confront other direct threats to security in Asia-Pacific region; enhance Secure Trade in the Asia-Pacific Region (STAR); take appropriate financial measures to prevent the flow of funds to terrorists; and ratify UN conventions on fighting terrorism by relevant economies.

2. Adopt necessary steps to control the cross-border movement of dual-use equipment and materials, as well as people and financial resources involved in terrorist activities while, at the same time, enhancing the free flow of legitimate travelers, trade and investment.
3.  Ensure that any measure taken to combat terrorism complies with all relevant obligations under the international law, particularly, international human rights, refugee and humanitarian laws.
4.  Encourage the implementation of APEC counter-terrorism, secure trade and safe travel commitments.
B. 

Assist economies to identify and assess their Counter-Terrorism needs 

1. Review and update individual economy Counter-Terrorism Action Plans.

2. Develop priority projects from the list of regional capacity-building needs and opportunities in the 2005 CTAPs Cross-Analysis report.
C.
Coordinate capacity-building and technical assistance programs, including 
through appropriate consultations with international financial institutions  

1.  Follow up projects funded under the Regional Trade and Financial Security Initiative with ADB and encourage additional contributions.


2.   Provide briefings to conferences and meetings on counter-terrorism and 


security on opportunities for cooperation and capacity-building, particularly for 


APEC’s developing economies. 



3.   Provide donor organizations and IFIs relevant studies that may facilitate the 


expansion of the RMAL pilot, adoption of international ship and port security 


standards, and implementation of other security initiatives. 
D.

Cooperate with relevant international organizations to advance the 



implementation of Leaders’ and Ministers’ instructions and avoid 



unnecessary duplication of efforts

1.   Provide donor organizations and assistance bodies like EU and CTAG more detailed assessments of capacity-building and technical assistance needs based on the 2005 completed CTAPs cross-analysis study.

2.  Encourage the passing and application of domestic laws consistent with the provisions of international legal guidelines to combat transnational terrorism.

· Development of the Regional Movement Alert List (RMAL) System through the:

· Operationalization of the RMAL pilot project;
· Adoption of an enhanced version of the Customs Asia-Pacific Enforcement Reporting System (CAPERS) to address legal issues. 
· Development of Immigration Liaison Officer cooperation networking.
