Carlos Cañamero

Mr. Cañamero is a Peruvian Civil Engineer with post-graduate studies in port engineering in Spain and diploma in port and shipping administration in the United Kingdom. He has more than 35 years experience in planning, operation and development of commercial ports and since last year is a freelance consultant and has done work for the Inter-American Port Commission, the World Maritime University and Inter-American Development Bank. For almost 25 years he was staff of the United Nations Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD) in Geneva in charge of port technical assistance and research activities in several countries. 
Previously he was chief of the optimization project and planning engineer for ENAPU and construction engineer for a major marine contractor for the Peruvian Navy. In 1981, Mr. Cañamero was awarded the Akiyama Prize of the IAPH and during the last two years was Chairman of the PIANC –IAPH Joint Working Group that prepared the Report No  97 - Ports located in Small Islands.     

Carlos E. Ochoa

Carlos E. Ochoa is a Program Manager with US Customs and Border Protection's Customs-Trade Partnership Against Terrorism Program (C-TPAT) in Washington DC.

He is one of two senior program managers who support the C-TPAT Director in Headquarters in the management of the program at the national level and in internationalizing the supply chain security principles of C-TPAT.

Among his duties, Mr. Ochoa is the main point of contact between C-TPAT and several international organizations and trade associations, including the American Trucking Association and the Business Alliance for Secure Commerce.  He is also tasked with drafting responses on program operations that come from the U.S. Congress' Government Accountability Office and from the Department of Homeland Security's Office of the Inspector General.

Before joining C-TPAT, Mr. Ochoa served as a Program Manager in CBP’s Office of International Affairs, where he managed CBP Advisors stationed overseas who provided technical assistance and training to their local counterparts.  He was also CBP’s Program Manager for the Plan Colombia program, a multi-million dollar assistance program to Colombian law enforcement designed to improve the ability of border control agencies in Colombia to enhance counter-narcotics interdiction operations through training, technical assistance and the purchase of high-tech inspectional equipment.
