A) sUPPORT FOR THE MULTILATERAL TRADING SYSTEM
Affirmation of the importance of the principle of adhering to commitments made by ITA participants to provide duty–free treatment for existing ITA products was strongly stressed. 

Members noted the ongoing discussions in Geneva for a sectoral tariff elimination proposal for electronics/electrical products as part of the DDA/NAMA negotiations.
Support the ongoing environmental goods discussions in Geneva via conducting another workshop on environmental goods and services at MAG 2.
B) RTAs/FTAs

Work with Auto-dialogue and chemical dialogue on the possibility of harmonization of ROO in RTAS/FTAS starting with the work that has already been done in their groups.
Work with ABAC to further understand the outcomes of the Marshall study on ROO
Following the the Workshop on IT/electronics Industry, MAG may commence development of a Roadmap for Economic Integration in IT/electronics Industry.

C) tRade facilitation
MAG to better understand the issue of the treatment of remanufactured products via continued exchange of experiences. 
To approach proactively the ROOs and the international standardization issues (IT) from a cooperative point of view (seek convergence). Explore possibility of working with SCSC on the standards issue.
