Counter-Terrorism Task Force

19 February 2009, Singapore
Executive Summary

The 18th meeting of the APEC Counter-Terrorism Task Force (CTTF) was held in Singapore on 19 February 2009.  CTTF delegates met to review progress in the implementation of the CTTF work plan since the last meeting held in Lima on 17 August; review progress of on-going activities to be implemented in 2009; consider new project proposals; and, further discuss improving the efficiency and productivity of the CTTF meetings.
Members noted that the CTTF 2009 Work Plan and revised CTTF Terms of Reference were presented and endorsed by SCE on 18 February.  
CTTF members expressed their appreciation for the final reports of project implemented intersessionally, including the STAR VI Conference; a workshop on Effective Public Private Partnerships to Counter Terror and Secure Trade; the APEC Seminar on Securing Remittance and Cross Border Payments from Terrorist Use; the pilot project with Peru under the APEC initiative Food Defense Pilot Project: Putting Principles into Practice; the First Workshop on Detecting and Deterring Cash Couriers and Bulk Cash Smuggling; and the Second Aviation Security Emergency Points of Contact Network test.
Member economies reiterated their support for on-going CTTF initiatives and were briefed on preparations for the APEC Trade Recovery Programme Pilot Exercise; Second Workshop on Detecting and Deterring Cash Couriers and Bulk Cash Smugglers; the Regulation of Non-Profit Organizations Workshop; and a Workshop on Aviation Security Audits.
The CTTF also considered and approved four new project proposals: Singapore’s proposal for the STAR VII Conference; the United States’ proposals for the second APEC Food Defense Pilot Project with Thailand: Putting Principles into Practice and for a multi-lateral food defense pilot project wrap-up meeting; and Australia’s proposal for a series of seminars on Current and Emerging Trends in Money Laundering and Terrorism Financing.

Member economies agreed to further discuss the United States’ initiative to enhance air cargo supply chain security in APEC member economies through a peer consultative process; and, Russia’s initiative for the establishment of the APEC Secure Portal for Analysis and Information Exchange to counter cyber-terrorism in the APEC region.
The CTTF Chair, Friends of the Chair and economies interested to join the discussion will further consider ways to improve the efficiency of the CTTF meetings and the CTAP process.  

The group will also discuss intersessionally the possibility of holding the third CTTF meeting at the margins of CSOM in November.
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Chair’s Summary Report

The 18th meeting of the APEC Counter-Terrorism Task Force (CTTF) was held in Singapore on 19 February 2009.  Fifty three participants from twenty one member economies and the APEC Secretariat attended.  The meeting was chaired by Ambassador Akio Suda, CTTF Chair.
Chair’s Opening Remarks

Ambassador Suda opened the meeting by welcoming participants to the first CTTF meeting of the year and thanking Singapore for the excellent arrangements and warm hospitality as well as introduced himself to the group and thanked economies for supporting his nomination as CTTF Chair for the period 2009-2010. He looked forward to collaborating with all member economies to advance APEC´s agenda on counter-terrorism.  Economies warmly welcomed him to APEC and CTTF.  Ambassador Suda also presented an overview of issues to be discussed in this meeting.
Adoption of the Final Annotated Agenda

The draft annotated agenda was approved and adopted. 
Chair’s Report on Intersessional Work

The Chair reported on progress made in the implementation of the CTTF work plan since the last meeting held in Lima on 17 August (2009/SOM1/CTTF/015).  The Chair highlighted the renewal of the CTTF mandate; the paper on 2008 CTTF deliverables presented to CSOM outlining the major deliverables, on-going and new initiatives for implementation at the end of 2008 and in 2009; work to finalize the 2008 Summary Report of Counter-terrorism Capacity Building Needs of APEC economies; work on the CTAP process; and, the 2009 Work Plan. 
CTTF 2009 Work Plan 
The Chair informed that the CTTF 2009 Work Plan (2009/SOM1/CTTF/003) agreed intersessionally by members was presented and endorsed by SCE on 18 February.  SCE also endorsed the revised CTTF Terms of Reference (2009/SOM1/CTTF/016).  
CTAP Process
On behalf of friends of the Chair, the United States briefed members on major changes made to the CTAP template to incorporate 2008 Leaders’ and Minister’s commitments on counter-terrorism announced in Lima in November. 
CTAPs 2009 Update 

Hong Kong China, Japan, New Zealand, Chinese Taipei and the United States submitted and briefed members on their CTAPs updates. All CTAPs submitted have been uploaded on the CTTF CTAP webpage.  
Indonesia proposed members to consider submitting the CTAPs updates every two years to give economies sufficient time to properly consult all relevant agencies.  Malaysia shared the views that completing the CTAP is a comprehensive work and sufficient time is needed to update it.  Malaysia also mentioned that economies should update CTAPs on a voluntary basis.   China commented that the revised CTAP template should be provided with sufficient time before the meeting to properly complete it and be in the position to report their updates to the CTTF.  Canada proposed to discuss the proposal from Indonesia when considering the efficiency of the CTTF.  
Cooperation among APEC fora on counter-terrorism issues

Trade Security: APEC Trade Recovery Program 

Singapore briefed members on its preparations for the APEC Trade Recovery Programme Pilot Exercise.   Singapore has been collaborating with Australia, China, Japan, New Zealand, United States and Viet Nam to put the TRP into practice.  Singapore informed that a tabletop exercise was being held concurrently with the CTTF meeting on 19-20 February and the Pilot Exercise will be conducted on 20 April this year.  The outcomes of the exercise will be reported to the CTTF meeting in July.    Members reiterated their support to the Trade Recovery Programme and looked forward to the report on outcomes of the pilot project.  

Food Defense
The United States reported the outcomes of the pilot project with Peru under the APEC initiative Food Defense Pilot Project: Putting Principles into Practice. A series of three regional Food Defense Awareness Raising workshops were held in Ica, Lima, and Trujillo from September 15 – 20.  The workshops brought together the private sector, trade organizations, government experts, and academia to help prevent, prepare for, respond to, and recover from a deliberate attack on the food supply. The workshops raised food defense awareness, pointed out areas of vulnerability, and provided technical assistance to support the protection of both imports and exports as well as to build food defense capacity of non-exporting companies.  Peru shared its views on the relevance and usefulness of the pilot exercise for the industry and academic participants, many of whom have since integrated food defense principles into their operating procedures and curricula.    

Counter Terrorism Financing

Indonesia reported on the outcomes of the APEC Seminar on Securing Remittance and Cross Border Payments from Terrorist Use held in Jakarta on 22-23 October 2008 (2009/SOM1/CTTF/004).  The seminar focused on issues regarding the effective implementation of key international anti-money laundering (AML) and combating the financing of terrorism (CFT) standards, in particular FATF’s Special Recommendation VI on Alternative Remittance System and Special Recommendation VII on Wire Transfers.   Around 80 participants from 15 member economies shared their knowledge and experiences as well as best practices in the importance of securing remittance and cross border payment from terrorist use.  They also identified main challenges and proposed specific and general recommendations. 

Australia reported the outcomes of the First Workshop on Detecting and Deterring Cash Couriers and Bulk Cash Smugglers held in Manila on 3-5 December.  Around 75 participants from 15 APEC member economies and 6 participants from Cambodia attended the workshop.  The workshop aimed at enhancing the capacity of APEC member economies to identify and interdict Cash Couriers and Bulk Cash Smugglers’ activities and comply with Financial Action Task Force (FATF) Special Recommendation IX.   It focused on ways to strengthen capacity to detect and deter Cash Couriers and Bulk Cash Smugglers’ terrorist-financing activities and included a practical desk-top exercise.   The feedback from participants on the relevance of the workshop was excellent. 
Australia reported on preparations for the Second Workshop on Detecting and Deterring Cash Couriers and Bulk Cash Smugglers.  Australia, taking into consideration the feedback from participants in the first workshop, is planning to organize a longer workshop to properly cover all the topics in the program.  The workshop will build on outcomes from the first workshop held in Manila and will include a desk-top exercise.  Australia will provide travel and accommodation assistance for participants from a limited number of developing APEC member economies.  The United States confirmed that they will also provide financial assistance for some participants from developing member economies, as they did for the first workshop.  Australia is also trying to find the best venue for the workshop.  The dates for the workshop and the tentative program and invitation will be circulated to members in due course. 


Australia briefed members on preparations for the Regulation of Non-Profit Organizations Workshop to be held in Thailand.  It was reported that Australia and Thailand are partners in the three days workshop and are collaborating to identify potential experts from relevant organizations with the necessary expertise to make the workshop useful and valuable for member economies.  The workshop is tentatively scheduled on early 2009.  Canada, NZ and Thailand considered that the expertise of APG representatives would add value to the workshop and hoped the issue on APG involvement could be resolved.  Singapore reminded that non-member participation in APEC activities was contingent on consensus among member economies in APEC. Some economies offered to provide support to identify suitable experts for the workshop.  Australia will inform the dates and the invitations to member economies will be circulated in due course.

Transportation Security

Peru reported the outcomes of the Second Aviation Security Emergency Points of Contact Network test conducted on 28 November 2008. It was reported that 14 economies were successfully contacted during the test and 8 out of 14 economies’ contact points were aware of it.  Peru emphasized the importance of updating the contact points list and the need to brief them on the purpose of this test.  Acknowledging the role of this test in mitigating threats in the aviation sector, economies were encouraged to provide their points of contact and respond adequately to the next exercise. 
Viet Nam provided an update on its preparations for the Workshop on Aviation Security to be held in Hanoi tentatively on 22-24 April 2009. The workshop will facilitate the conduct of internal audits and investigations by economies in compliance with ICAO standards in order to improve and sustain the integrity of aviation security systems in APEC economies.  Viet Nam will circulate the draft program to member economies in the following weeks.  Some economies volunteered to assist Viet Nam to identify speakers and participants and preparations for the workshop.
Canada presented a paper on achievements and current initiatives of the Maritime Security Experts Group (MEG-SEC), an ad hoc subcommittee under the Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG) (2009/SOM1/CTTF/014).  The paper on MEG-SEC activities to advance regional maritime security aimed to identify potential areas of cooperation between CTTF and MEG-SEC and to avoid the possible duplication of efforts.  Member economies noted that it is important for CTTF to strengthen cooperation with MEG-SEC and TPTWG. 
Counter-Terrorism Protection of Critical Energy Infrastructure
As part of its experience on Counter-Terrorism Protection of Critical Energy Infrastructure, Russia shared the outcomes of two tactical anti-terrorist exercises carried out jointly by the government and private sector under the Strategy for Partnerships between States and Businesses to Counter Terrorism in September 2008 (2009/SOM1/CTTF/022).  The briefing on VOLGOGRAD ANTITERROR 2008 and VYSOTSK 2008 showed samples of coordination between government and private sector that went beyond training and advisory assistance and included anti-terrorist exercises as suggested in the Best Practices of Counter-Terrorism Protection of APEC Critical Energy Infrastructure.  Russia invited other economies to present similar briefings and to continue sharing information on this area. 
Member economies thanked Russia for the comprehensive presentation and reiterated the importance of progress on this area.  The United States informed that while some of the recommended next steps on the Best Practice document are fine, other steps would require more extensive examination and discussion before going forward.  The United States recommended developing a plan for implementation to provide for a process where members would be able to examine various issues in a careful and detailed manner and be able to appropriately and effectively carry out the implementation of the initiative.  Russia will take into consideration the views of member economies and will later propose how to move forward on this initiative. 

Russia made a presentation on current status and possible prospects of cooperation with regard to counter-terrorism protection of critical information infrastructure, including the organization of a possible APEC seminar in Moscow and the establishment of the APEC Secure Portal for Analysis and Information Exchange to counter cyber-terrorism in the APEC region (2009/SOM1/CTTF/024rev1). 
Member economies appreciated the presentation and recognized the concerns of Russia on this area.  Canada and China noted that there is a lack of consensus on the definition of cyber terrorism in the region.  The U.S. expressed the need to carefully consider the scope of work of this proposal, pointed out that TELWG is the most appropriate forum for taking up the issue given its expertise and leading role in APEC and the Asia-Pacific on cyber-security issues, and suggested that Russia take the presentation to the TELWG. Indonesia shared some recommendations of an Indonesian-Australian workshop on terrorist use of the internet held in November, particularly on the importance of capacity building and joint projects on this area as well as the need to increase cooperation with multilateral organizations.  Indonesia also noted that cyberterrorism should be a priority for the CTTF.   The Chair suggested that Russia communicate with TELWG to find the possibility for the cooperation.  Russia will seek views from TELWG and will continue communicating with CTTF members intersessionally.

Effective Public-Private Partnerships in Counter-Terrorism

Canada and New Zealand informed that the project on Effective Public-Private Partnerships (PPPs) to Counter Terror and Secure Trade concluded with a workshop held on 19 August 2008, in Lima Peru (2009/SOM1/CTTF/016). Forty-two participants from nineteen APEC member economies took part in the workshop and included both public and private sector representatives.  The key findings that emerged from the workshop suggested that economies could provide a platform for sharing information; establish pilot projects; encourage harmonization and standardization: and establish a Centre of Excellence.  Viet Nam suggested disseminating the report to other relevant APEC Fora.  Canada is open to suggestions on possible pilot projects and followup activities.  Economies reiterated the need and importance of enhancing the public-private partnership cooperation in counter-terrorism.  The Chair asked Canada and NZ to inform CTTF members if they have any tentative ideas for pilot projects.    
STAR Conference
Peru reported the outcomes of the STAR VI Conference held in Lima on 20-21 August, 2008. The conference reinforced APEC's secure trade agenda by identifying practical ways to implement the mandate of Leaders' and Ministerial statements and, in partnership with the private sector, identifying ways of mitigating risks to the supply chain, without compromising the flow of trade. Participants shared information and exchanged ideas on the vulnerabilities of the region; identified successful experiences in other regions and explored ideas on how to strengthen international cooperation and legal and political measures to combat international terrorism.  

Singapore presented for CTTF member’s consideration a new project proposal seeking APEC funding to organize the STAR VII Conference to be held in Singapore on 30-31 July, 2009 (2009/SOM1/CTTF/005).  Australia and Canada are co-sponsoring this project.  The STAR VII will build on the recommendations of STAR VI in Lima, as well as the findings of the ‘Total Supply Chain Security’ Symposium held in Singapore in July 2006, and recent Ministerial and Leaders’ statements, with a specific focus on: security threats to the global economy; need for trade security, resilience and effective trade recovery; an integrated approach to secure trade; building trust and transparency; building capacities – industry practices and secure technologies.  Economies reiterated that Secure Trade in the APEC Region remains a priority within CTTF.  The proposal was strongly supported and endorsed.  It will be submitted to BMC in March.
New Initiatives

The United States presented for CTTF member’s consideration a new project proposal to implement the second APEC Food Defense Pilot Project with Thailand: Putting Principles into Practice (March-July 2009) (2009/SOM1/CTTF/011).  The second pilot project would focus on three key areas: engendering food defense awareness among stakeholders; encouraging close communication and collaboration on food defense issues between stakeholders; and developing, through private-to-private partnerships, food defense plans for individual companies. The experiences and lessons learned from the pilot project will be captured and used to create a case study example.  This case study will be shared, along with other outcomes of the pilot project, with all APEC members at an APEC Food Defense presentation at the CTTF meeting in July 2009.  Thailand was pleased to have the experience in putting the principles into practice.  The self-funded proposal was supported and endorsed.  
The United States proposed a multi-lateral food defense pilot project wrap-up meeting to be held during the CTTF2 meeting in Singapore in July 2009 (2009/SOM1/CTTF/012).   It was proposed to put aside time at the next CTTF meeting for the wrap-up session. The presentation would outline the outcomes and the lessons learned from the pilot initiatives on how to help businesses and economies protect their food supply from attack, with an eye to determining next steps for APEC-wide implementation of a food defense initiative.  Members highlighted the importance of sharing lessons learned and welcomed activities along CTTF meetings.  The self-funded proposal was endorsed.  
Australia presented a new project proposal seeking APEC funding to host two regional seminars on Current and Emerging Trends in Money Laundering and Terrorism Financing over 2009-2010 (2009/SOM1/CTTF/006).  The seminars are pitched at the strategic level and aimed at enhancing the capacity of APEC economies to identify and assess vulnerabilities from current and emerging Money Laundering and Terrorism Financing methods, techniques and trends. This proposal builds on the recent APEC counter-terrorist financing initiatives by Indonesia, Australia, the Philippines and the United States over 2007-09.  Australia will consult inter-sessionally with member economies to identify a co-host and partners and to develop detailed programs for the seminars.  Members welcomed and endorsed the proposal.  It will be submitted to BMC in March. 
The United States proposed an initiative to enhance air cargo supply chain security in APEC member economies through a peer consultative process (2009/SOM1/CTTF/006).  This project will consist of a survey that would, among other things, determine the resources and funding available to meet needs identified by economies.  Subsequently, teams comprised of air cargo experts volunteered by APEC economies would conduct a series of visits to interested economies to observe procedures and processes in place, using ICAO standards and the various approaches to air cargo security currently used by economies as a baseline.  Areas that could be examined would include regulation modeling, high- and low-technology solutions, and training and competency development.  Upon completion of the visit, the advisory team would recommend specifically tailored security measures or procedures that would improve or enhance respective air cargo security arrangements, with a view to meeting or exceeding ICAO standards.
The CTTF acknowledged the importance of enhancing air cargo supply chain security. China and Japan requested more time to consult the proposal with relevant agencies within their economies.  Members also requested more information to properly consider this proposal, including a detailed work plan for its implementation.  China noted that it is important to determine which fora, CTTF or TPTWG, should carry out the proposal.  Singapore noted that economies should be encouraged to seek assistance where necessary to enhance their level of air cargo security measures, and suggested that the United States coordinate closely with the Transport Working Group on its proposal.  The CTTF agreed that the United States will further develop the proposal and communicate with other relevant working groups and CTTF members.   
Other Matters

Update on Related Work in International Fora

Member economies provided, on a voluntary basis, brief updates on their views on relevant human security activities of other international fora – such as the ARF, Bali CT process, CICTE, CTAG, G8 Roma-Lyon, UN, Shanghai Cooperation Organization

Japan briefed on the contribution to the international process on the UN Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy; hosting of G-8 Roma-Lyon Group meetings and CTAG meetings as G8 presidency in 2008; and the 3rd ASEAN-Japan Counter-Terrorism Dialogue held in October 2008.
Russia also presented an update on related work in international fora, including the UN Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy, G-8, OSCE, CIS, SCO, ASEAN – Russia Joint working group upon fighting terrorism and transnational crime, ARF and CICTE(2009/SOM1/CTTF/012). 
Indonesia briefed on the sub-regional Australian-Indonesian workshops on terrorist use of the internet held on 11-12 November in Bali. 

The United States presented work on G8 Roma- Lyon meetings. 
The Chair thanked these economies for sharing this information on work being done on other international fora in the field of counter terrorism.
Land International Security and Commuters’ Advocacy Protocol            

The Philippines updated members on the project, “Land International Security and Commuters’ Advocacy Protocol”, which is pursued through the Transportation Working Group (TPTWG). Philippines reported the outcomes of the questionnaire of this project to TPTWG meeting held in Lima in August 2008.  Members were informed that a plenary conference to consider APEC wide programs will be held on 28-29 May in the Philippines.  Preparations are on the way to identify suitable speakers.  The United States commended the Philippines for its willingness to share its land transport project with the International Working Group on Land Transport Security (IWGLTS), noted that the IWGLTS recently agreed to invite Philippines as a member and APEC as an observer of the group, and stated that the final report of the IWGLTS meeting will be shared with the TPTWG. 
Management Issues

Canada presented a non paper on Increasing the Efficiency of CTTF Meetings for its New 2009-2010 Mandate (2009/SOM1/CTTF/007). Canada noted that a concerted effort will be required by all economies to ensure that the meetings are engineered to ensure the most productive outcomes in the years ahead.  Some initial suggestions for discussion, regrouped under three broad categories were presented: (1) Increased collaboration on cross-cutting issues: with other Fora, other economies and other international organizations; (2) More concrete and tangible projects’ outcomes: explore different capacity building means; increase the number of Multi-stage projects; and, increase the importance placed on the implementation of projects’ outcomes (3) Increased efficiency in meetings’ attendance: collaboration with other regional organizations; workshops targeted on/ taking place near the CTTF meetings; and more inter-sessional work and approval processes. Members were invited to provide comments on these recommendations and consider what is needed or could be done to ensure that CTTF works efficiently, keeps relevant to and consistent with APEC Leaders priorities. 
Members thanked Canada for the very relevant and useful proposal and noted that they agree with many of the recommendations.  Additional suggestions from members included: further elaborate the recommendations to identify who will be responsible for some actions; maximizing public-private partnerships; regarding the participation of other multilateral organizations, it should be relevant contact point only, when necessary and with agreement by member economies; agreed that Friends of the Chair, Canada and other interested members continue the discuss on how to put into practice these recommendations.  Members agreed to continue the discussion intersessionally.
Regarding the proposal from Indonesia to update the CTAP every two years, some members shared the views that CTAP is a very important process that should be updated annually as CTAPs are useful tool to track progress of member economies in meeting APEC Leaders and Ministers commitment on counter-terrorism and to identify capacity building needs.  

Other economies shared the views that CTAPs is a very comprehensive exercise that requires consultation with relevant agencies to update it and more time is needed to complete it properly.  It is important to keep the goal and objective of this exercise clear  as the CTTF considers ways to improve timely submission of the CTAPs.The Chair took note of Indonesia’s concerns and proposed that the Chair, FOTC and the APEC Secretariat continue the discussion intersessionally. 
Regarding the number of CTTF meetings to be held in 2009, the Chair suggested that, according to the CTTF terms of reference (TOR), the group meet at the margins of SOM.  This year, SOM will only meet twice, in February and July but some member economies had views on the need to meet three times.
Singapore informed that SOM had agreed to reform APEC’s meeting schedule such that the number of annual SOMs was reduced from four to three, with a view to rationalise the way APEC carries out its work and ensure efficient use of official meeting time.  The implication was that member economies would be expected to undertake a greater volume of work and consultations inter-sessionally to sustain the momentum of APEC's yearly work.
Members agreed to not meet in Singapore as scheduled in May and to next meet at SOM2 in July.

Noting that there are more than six months between the meetings, some members expressed their preference to maintain three meetings a year.  Some economies proposed to explore holding the third CTTF meeting of the year at the margin of CSOM in November.  Peru noted that it was not easy for some economies to come to Singapore to participate in only CTTF meeting without SOM for their human resources.  Japan noted that CTTF meeting should be held with SOM according to CTTF TOR.  Peru and New Zealand’s preference would be not to meet back to back with CSOM because their CTTF representatives are fully involved in preparations for the AMM and AELM meetings.  Members expressed the need to take into consideration the restrictions and difficulties of delegations involved in leaders meetings. Australia suggested that, in case the third meeting takes place, as a way to ensure that all three meetings remain productive, the third meeting be focused on priority setting for the coming APEC year.  Australia suggested that this would provide a clear mandate for a third meeting and provide an opportunity to set a clear agenda for next year.  Member economies agreed to consider this proposal.
Singapore informed that there were so far no plans for any sub-fora to meet at the margins of CSOM, and that the schedule and venue for CSOM/AMM/AELM in November had been more or less finalised.  It may not be possible that a CTTF meeting could be held at the venue of CSOM, tough it would be useful to seek the Secretariat’s advice on whether it would be possible to hold the meeting at the APEC Secretariat.  

Members decided to meet again in July and after further consultation with Singapore and the APEC Secretariat and member economies take a final decision regarding the possible third meeting of the year.
Update from APEC Secretariat

The Secretariat informed members about the 2009 Project Approval Arrangements.  2009 will be a transition year as APEC prepares for 4 project approval sessions in 2010, and the introduction of new project management approaches. BMC will hold three intersessional project approval sessions in 2009:

Competition for project funding is expected to remain high. Funding will target projects that are both high quality and high priority. 2009 will see the introduction of immediate funds disbursement. The two-year disbursement rule has been removed. Multi year projects will only be considered from Session Three 2009

The APEC Secretariat also briefed members on APEC’s activities planned for the Twenty Year Anniversary and the Communication Team’s support to CTTF activities, including website, media support, outreach, publications, APEC’s e-newsletter.  CTTF was encouraged to identify and propose success stories.   
Meeting Documents 

Members reviewed the meeting document classification list and informed the Secretariat on changes.  The list was revised accordingly. 
Next Meeting
