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EWG40 was held in Bandar Seri Bagawan, Brunei Darussalam from 21-25 November 2010. The meeting was co-chaired by the EWG Lead Shepherd Dr. Phyllis Yoshida, Deputy Assistant Secretary for International Energy Cooperation in the Office of Policy and International Affairs, U.S. Department of Energy, and Mr. Matsatejo Sokiaw, Permanent Secretary of Energy of Brunei Darussalam. Delegate(s) from Australia; Brunei Darussalam; Canada; Peoples' Republic of China; Hong Kong, China; Indonesia; Japan; Republic of Korea; Malaysia; New Zealand; Peru; the Philippines; Russia; Singapore; Chinese Taipei; Thailand; United States and Viet Nam attended the meeting. 
Officials from the Asia Pacific Energy Research Centre (APERC); Energy Business Network; APEC and EWG Secretariats; Expert Group Chairs on Clean Fossil Energy (EGCFE), Energy Data and Analysis (EGEDA), New and Renewable Energy Technologies (EGNRET), and Energy Efficiency and Conservation (EGEEC); and Chairs of the Biofuels Task Force (BTF), and Energy Trade and Investment Task Force (ETITF) participated in the meeting. 

1. OPENING ADDRESSES AND ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA
The EWG Lead Shepherd welcomed delegates and thanked Brunei for the excellent organisation of EWG39 and its associated meetings. The Lead Shepherd introduced members to Mr. Sokiaw, Permanent Secretary of Energy for Brunei Darussalam, who then welcomed delegates to Brunei Darussalam.  He noted that the expert groups work was encouraging and stressed the importance of energy security, paths forward, and low carbon energy security. He stated he looks forward to hearing more on the developments and to a fruitful meeting. 

The EWG Lead Shepherd thanked Mr. Sokiaw for his kind welcome and his remarks. Japan proposed a slight change in the EWG40 agenda and, without reservation from the delegates, the Lead Shepherd announced the adoption of the agenda. 
2. ENERGY WORKING GROUP MANAGEMENT AND DIRECTION

2a. EMM9

The EWG Lead Shepherd discussed the outcomes of the 9th APEC Energy Ministers Meeting (EMM) in Fukui, Japan.  The Lead Shepherd stated at the EMM9, Ministers stressed the importance of finding low carbon paths to energy security and continued implementation of the APEC growth strategy. The Lead Shepherd added that the EWG Medium Term Work Plan follows the guidelines outlined by the ministers at the EMM9, including secure oil and gas supply, low carbon energy supply. She also mentioned the current Work Plan is a shortened version because of a SOM request. 

The EWG Secretariat asked for member comments to the EWG Medium Term Work Plan. No comments were given. 

2b. Report of the APEC Secretariat

APEC Secretariat, Mr. Luis Vertiz, reported on the key APEC developments. The APEC Secretariat tabled several key developments, including APEC Leaders’ Growth Strategy and Green Growth Agenda, to allow the Lead Shepherd to discuss at a later point in the agenda. 

He then reported on the outcomes of the 4th Meeting of the APEC Business Advisory Council (ABAC) held on November 8-10, 2010. He stated that the ABAC concluded that little there is a lack of investment, lack of trade infrastructure and little progress in moving towards a sustainable energy future in the APEC region.  He, then, discussed PREE, CEEDS, Low Carbon Model Towns and phasing out inefficient fossil fuel subsidies as part of SOM’s list of potential APEC EWG actions to support the APEC Leader’s Growth Strategy. 

With regard to APEC trial of a new approach to project proposal selection, the same that was applied to Session 3 of 2010, the APEC Secretariat thanked members for complying with the new rules the past few weeks. On project implementation, he stated that projects must be completed within two financial years and in line with the Guidebook on APEC Projects, BMC requires monitoring reports due on August 1 and February 1 of each year for all APEC funded projects, and completion reports must be submitted within two months of project completion. Regarding the project approval sessions for 2011, he reminded members that the first round deadline was February 7, the second round deadline will be April 7, and the third round deadline is September 29.

Stages of concept note submission: The APEC Secretariat explained the 6 stage 16 step process of the concept note development, submission, project development, implementation and completion process.  He also introduced an APEC guide to developing good and full project proposals and will distribute the document later. 

Questions and Comments:

-ETITF Chair asked with regard to the process for ranking project proposals, if there was an opportunity to be able to make it by the recent deadline? The APEC Secretariat responded that members should submit proposals before the submission deadline. The Lead Shepherd added that in the past only one deadline for submission now there are three deadlines in February, April, and September.  
-The US commented that there is an advantage in seeing proposals laid out and explained. 
-The APEC Secretariat mentioned this was a transitional year, so he had to hurry members to submit monitoring reports, encouraging some project overseers supportive to comply with rules. The Lead Shepherd asked if these procedures applied only to projects seeking APEC funding not self-funded? The APEC Secretariat replied that self-funded projects need not, but should be registered to the APEC database. He added that the BMC will allow five year projects and will be considering long term project proposals, which will give more time and authorize more money. Canada responded that there is a downside to five year projects: having more money for fewer longer projects means less money for other worthy projects. Canada cautioned in prioritizing five year projects when shorter deadline projects are needed. 

-The US stated that having two calendar years to complete projects regardless of when the project starts is not enough time especially if submitting in the third round. US proposed to members to suggest to the BMC 18 months deadlines. The APEC Secretariat responded that there is an extension available to extend for six months to one year. The US replied that it did not want to have to submit a project proposal claiming it will take a shorter amount of time to complete so that it would be approved and then ask for an extension. The EWG Lead Shepherd commented that for now ask for extension, and consider the best time to submit projects

-The EWG Lead Shepherd, regarding the ABAC slide commented that there is little going on in with the business sector in energy; perhaps, be more interactive with the business community, even with some ABAC members that may not be energy specific.
2c. Report of the 25th Meeting of Expert Group and Task Force Chairs and APERC

The Expert Group Chair for Expert Group on Energy Efficiency and Conservation (EGEEC), Mr. Terry Collins, stated that the 25th Meeting of Expert Group and Task Force Chairs and APERC was conducted,  documents completed, and they would talk with more detail later on projects to date and proposed projects. 
The Chair of the Energy Trade and Investment Task Force (ETITF), Mr. Vincent Hudson, stated he would report on his updates under agenda item 8a.

2d. APERC President’s Report

Mr. Kenji Kobayashi, President of the Asia-Pacific Energy Research Center (APERC) reported on APERC’s activities since EWG39. He also gave highlights of projects carried out by APERC and future plans.
Peer Review of Energy Efficiency (PREE):  The 5th PREE was carried out in Chinese Taipei. Chinese Taipei and the APERC review team prepared a final review report and submitted to the EWG. The 6th PREE was carried out in Peru and the draft report will be prepared by EWG41 in Canada. Malaysia will host the 7th PREE later this year. 
Compendium:  APERC has published the first Compendium of Energy Efficiency Policies of APEC Member Economies. Mr. Kobayashi thanks EWG members and asked them for updates on energy policies so that information can be shared in a timely manner. 
Cooperative Energy Efficiency Design for Sustainability (CEEDS): CEEDS Phase 1 workshops on Appliance Standards and Labelling has been completed. CEEDS Phase 2 workshops on Building Energy Codes and Labelling is now under way. The 1st CEEDS Phase 2 workshop was hosted by Thailand in September 2010. Hong Kong, China will host the 2nd CEEDS Phase 2 workshop in January 2011. 
Cooperative Pathways to Sustainable Energy Development: In response to APEC Leaders and Ministers call for sustainable growth, APERC has conducted research entitled Pathways to Sustainability: Measuring APEC Progress in Promoting Economic Growth, Energy Security, and Environmental Protection. The report concluded that the APEC goal of 25% reduction in energy intensity by 2030 from 2005 levels will be exceeded, but dependence on oil and oil security will continue to be concerns. 
APERC Energy Overview 2010:  Mr. Kobayashi said that APERC has been gathering information for the 2010 overview and has submitted a draft for peer review. APERC will publish the final report on its website in early 2011.
2011-2012 Work Plan: In the Fukui Declaration, APEC Energy Ministers’ instructed the EWG and APERC to continue to play a role as project coordinator and implementer, especially for the Low Carbon Model Town project, CEEDS Phase 3, PREE, and new Peer Review for Low Carbon Energy (PRLCE). APERC will also assess the potential for reducing energy intensity between 2005 and 2030 beyond the 25% goal for APEC economies.
APERC Staff: As of November 2010, APERC has 14 total researchers. The Centre requested economies’ continued support in for financial contributions. Mr. Kobayashi noted that APERC will continue to value input from APEC members to make its work relevant and useful.
Comments:

-Japan appreciated continued support by members for project development and encouraged member economies continued support.
2e. Updates to the EWG Work Plan 2009-2011

The EWG Secretariat asked that member economies provide updates to the EWG Work Plan.  
2f. EWG Projects
The EWG Secretariat stated that Session 3 was closing and the deadline for submission was December 1. She added that there is still time for project proposals and QAFs. She announced that the project ranking procedures will discussed during agenda item 3.

Questions and Comments:
-The US stated that it would be helpful to show which projects were approved in Session 3 and Session 2 for the record.
-APERC’s President asked if the EWG Medium Term Work Plan 2009-2011 would be updated next year? The EWG Lead Shepherd answered yes, it will be updated once a year.
-Australia commented that it would be helpful to get meeting documents before delegates arrive, given that technical experts are not here to provide input. Given that, delegates need time to review before the meeting. The EWG Secretariat agreed and noted Australia’s comment.  

-Chinese Taipei asked why EGEDA’s project was not considered. EGEDA’s Chair added that he had submitted his proposal already. The EWG Secretariat responded that she would include it. 
-Russia remarked that it would like to submit two project proposals, two concept notes, and will do brief presentation on its project proposals. The EWG Secretariat stated that she would honor the request.

2g. Engagement with other Fora

The Lead Shepherd commented that SOM asked that the working groups work with other international organizations to move projects forward. With that, she introduced the International Copper Association.

The International Cooper Association introduced themselves and its activities conducted in APEC member economies. They are working primarily to encourage and help develop policies and standards; participate in market transformation and education programs; and promote best practices for energy efficient and sustainable energy technologies. 
3. EWG PROJECT FUNDING 2011- PROCEDURAL ISSUES

3a. EWG Secretariat to Report on Project Ranking Procedures

The EWG Secretariat explained the ranking procedures for the project proposals: rank favorite at number 1 and least favorite at a higher number. She added that because of two new projects added that there would be a revised form that will be distributed.
Comments:
-EGEDA’s Chair added that he will propose a project on database and analysis.
3b. Members and Expert Group/Task Force Chairs Present Funding Proposals

APERC’s President reported on APERC’s four proposed projects. He prefaced that all projects are responding to EMM9 instructions:

1. APEC Low Carbon Model Town Project Phase 2
2. Peer Review of Energy Efficiency Phase 3

3. Cooperative Energy Efficiency Design Sustainability Phase 3

4. Peer Review of Low-Carbon Energies

EGNRET’s Chair reported five projects proposed for next year. 

1. Potential for Biomass-to-Liquids(BTL) Production and Trading throughout the APEC Region

2. The Status, Potential, Barriers, and Opportunities of Electric Vehicles (Cars and Buses) in APEC

3. Workshop on Opportunities for Marine Energy Development in APEC Economies

4. Addressing Challenges of Advanced Metering Infrastructure(AMI) Deployment in APEC

5. 2011 APEC Conference on PV Policy and System Development (Self-funded)

Question:
-The US asked for clarification on what marine energy is. EGNRET’s Chair answered that marine energy is Ocean Thermal Technology or OTEC. 

Russia presented on its three new projects for next year. 

1. Development and Implementation of High-Efficient Probabilistic Management Technologies for Reliability and Operational Safety of Energy Generating Facilities

2. Renewable Energy Sources in Electricity Markets: Goals and Conditions for Providing Sustainable Development

3. Energy Links between Russia and East Asia: Development Strategies for the 21st Century (Self-funded)

Russia also promoted its conference on Use of Energy Resources of Near-Shore areas of the APEC Economies as a Stable Source of Green Power in the Region.
Comments:

-Russia stated that its project proposals were rejected by the BMC, but Russia considers the issue as very important. The EWG Lead Shepherd responded that divergence in opinion with the BMC is an ongoing issue. She clarified that the BMC does not have the means to evaluate technical proposals. She added that sometimes it is most expeditious to self-fund.

-EGEDA’s Chair proposed one project for consideration: an APEC Energy Database. 

Questions and Comments:

-The US asked regarding the Russian presentation, what is core purpose of energy systems management? Russia responded that the question is very technical and that it would be unable to give specific details of the project. However, Russia added that if requested more details could be available.  
-EGCFE’s Chair asked regarding Russia’s first proposal, is energy generating facilities an all encompassing term or is there a specific focus? Russia replied that it is a technical question and there is information that gives the whole picture of these proposals. But generally, it is aimed to develop technologies that Russia has and is aimed at generating facilities, heat power plant.
-EGCFE’s Chair asked whether these proposals cut across various expert groups, would Russia coordinate and embody expert groups or would it be stand alone activities? Russia answered that it would appreciate coordination.
-APERC’s President asked Russia, regarding the project on renewable and electricity markets, how will you conduct research and workshop? Russia responded that it will be conducted in two phases: research and workshop. Russia continued that research can show the whole picture of the electricity markets, legislative and technical requirements for market conditions. Regarding the second phase, the workshop, Russia stated it could conduct a seminar with participants from APEC economies, where the subject of renewable energy and electricity can be discussed. 

-China stated it is very interested in Russia’s marine energy project, specifically its use and affect on offshore oil. Russia responded that the project is related with near shore areas of APEC economies.
-Philippines, regarding Russia’s conference, asked whether Russia had circulated information. It also commented that it would be good if there was official communication to member economies. Russia replied that an official letter and registration was distributed to EWG members, but not all may have received the email. Russia said it would do its best, including diplomatic channels. Russia added that it is the end of the Russian financial year, so they must spend this money

3c. Members to Consider and Endorse Any Self-funded EWG Projects

The Lead Shepherd announced the self-funded “2011 APEC Conference on PV Policy and System Development” project from Chinese Taipei. Then she asked if there were any other projects?
Chinese Taipei stated that it was not yet familiar with new procedure. Chinese Taipei added that this workshop will be held with EWG42, so in order to follow procedure, it will formally announce at EWG41. The EWG Lead Shepherd commented that hopefully, if it is self funded, not a lot of paperwork will be required. 
Chinese Taipei said at it announced a project on green energy products at EWG39, but it is difficult to consider all the projects separately. So, it would combine all projects discussed at EWG39 into one paper and compile a single document for members to consider. Chinese Taipei added that it would announce a self-funded workshop on PV and LEDs, major items important for green energy development. So, the workshops will be held back to back with EWG42 for member economies to investigate. Chinese Taipei stated that an APEC LED workshop in conjunction with the Technology Workshop on Development of LED offers a chance to see development outside the region and explore business opportunities and will have two self-funded workshops next year. The US replied to try and coordinate with Australia’s project on LED Standards and a Round 2 project on highly eff street lighting in Southeast Asia. Chinese Taipei thanked the US for the suggestion and stated that it was knowledgeable about Australia’s and US’ information on LED. Because of budget constraints may be hard to coordinate, but willing to try. The US added if it was possible to organize a workshop on LED and LED Street lighting, that it would be helpful. The EWG Lead Shepherd commented that it is important for proposals to build upon the others.  
-Without further comments, the EWG Lead Shepherd considered those proposals endorsed. 

3d. Members Submit Project Ranking Forms by morning Thursday, 25 November

3e. Secretariat to Announce Project Rankings Prior to End of the Meeting

4. POLICY DIALOGUE

4a. Dialogue Topic for EWG40: Smart Grid Technologies and Policies

Members discussed the topic, “Smart Grid Technologies and Policies.” Economies presented achievements, implemented policies, studies in progress, and expected accomplishments in the area of smart grid technology development. In addition, Expert Groups presented the findings of their studies on the subject, broadly commented on issues raised by the different economies, and thanked the economies for sharing valuable information and for hosting the experts for their research. The discussions were insightful, animated and constructive, but in line with EWG policy, no official record was kept of these discussions.  

4b. Discussion of a topic for the EWG40

As there were no suggestions for the EWG40 discussion topic, the Lead Shepherd tabled it to come back to later. 
5. STATEMENTS ON NOTABLE ENERGY DEVELOPMENTS SINCE EWG40
New Zealand presented on its notable energy developments conservation strategy, highlighting the development of energy resources in four priority areas:

1.  Develop indigenous energy resources including renewables, petroleum, and mineral resources

2. Ensure secure and affordable energy through oil security and transparency of markets

3. Efficient use of energy and better consumer information

4. Environmental responsibility

In addition, New Zealand stated its national policy of 90% of electricity generated from renewable sources by 2025. Currently, New Zealand attributes about 73% of the country’s electricity is generated from renewable from its geothermal power and announced that it has opened a new 170MW geothermal plant and given provisional approval for a 250MW geothermal plant. Another notable development, New Zealand added is the Chathum Islands marine energy project which would be used to capture wave energy to supply the island’s electricity. 

Indonesia presented is notable energy developments and announced its short term target of 17% of domestic electricity from new and renewable energy, secure domestic energy supply, energy conservation, and finalizing national energy plan of 75% of country’s electricity from new and renewable by 2025. Additionally, Indonesia stated it has established a new directorate general for new and renewable energy and energy conservation. 
Vietnam updated the EWG with its notable developments, primarily from the fossil energy sector. Vietnam announced new contracts for petrol development, exploration, refinery, and pipeline development.  With regard to nuclear power generation, Vietnam said that they are building its first 1KMW nuclear power plant to operate by 2020 and its second 20-30KMW plant by 2030.  In terms of the coal sector, the most dominant, Vietnam is extracting close to 50Mton/year from its 54 coal mines. It has also stated that it has discovered approximately 62Mtons of unconventional gas, primarily in the form of coal bed methane. Vietnam has announced its renewable energy strategy of at least 3% of primary energy by 2012-2015 and at least 5% by 2020. In the energy efficiency area, Vietnam has concluded its first phase of its energy efficiency program, which is set to achieve 3-5% more efficient use. For the second phase from 2011-2015, Vietnam’s goal is to achieve 5-8% efficiency. 
Chinese Taipei announced that last year a Renewable Energy Act was passed, which called for the acceleration of installation of renewable energy and establishment of a special task force of power companies and industry. Chinese Taipei also said that it had experienced a high growth in renewable energies, construction of new capacity of about 140MW, and total installed capacity of wind, hydroelectric and solar at 300MW. With regard to energy efficiency, Chinese Taipei announced it had passed an amendment on the Energy Management Act, which developed guidelines for energy use including government, major consumers, and industry to examine its energy use and comply with new energy standards. Chinese Taipei assured that it would have the authority to follow up and enforce the guidelines. 
The US announced its notable energy development, the Clean Energy Ministerial, which grew out of the Major Economies Forum. Hosted by the US in July, the CEM has grown new initiatives that include the membership of G20+ that includes Bioenergy, Super Efficient Equipment and Appliance Deployment, Global Superior Energy Performance Partnership, International Smart Grid Action Network, Carbon Capture Use and Storage, Solar and Wind, Electric Vehicles, Hydropower and others.  
Brunei Darussalam announced it had three notable developments. First, Brunei Darussalam recently commissioned international consultants for energy studies to identify best alternative energy, including recommendations for environmentally friendly, sustainable, and commercial solutions. Second, Brunei Darussalam stated that it had recognized profitability can come from investment, so it developed a full fledged institute for energy research in fossil, energy efficiency, and renewable technologies. Third, Brunei Darussalam said it had launched an energy audit guide for energy efficient buildings.   

Comments:
-EGFCE’s Chair brought to the members’ attention that the US’ Interagency Task Force on Carbon Capture and Storage’s report to President Obama recommended the need for large scale demonstrations, international cooperation both bilateral and multilateral, and research and development. 
Action Arising/Next Steps:

· The Notable Energy Development reports to be posted on the EWG website.

6. OUTCOMES OF THE LEADER’S MEETING
The EWG Lead Shepherd presented on the outcomes of the Leader’s meeting, which consists of the APEC Leader’s Growth Strategy and the Energy-Smart Communities Initiative. Under the APEC Leader’s Growth Strategy, the EWG Lead Shepherd emphasized the importance the leader’s placed on sustainable growth, to allow APEC economies to prosper as a prudent low carbon society, and innovative growth, to allow the economies to adopt policies that foster the enabling environment to develop a professional workforce in energy efficiency and to develop codes and standards. The EWG Lead Shepherd also mentioned the APEC Action Plan for the APEC Growth Strategy, which directs senior officials to design and implement an APEC Green Growth Strategy that promotes climate friendly and low carbon energy efficient technology, expand capacity building for green industries, and facilitate technology development and diffusion with a report to leaders by 2015.  

The second outcome, the EWG Lead Shepherd announced, is the Energy-Smart Communities Initiative(ESCI).  Announced by both President Obama and Prime Minister Kan and Secretary Chu and Minister Ohata, the EWG Lead Shepherd maintained that the ESCI would build upon Japan’s Low Carbon Model Town and existing APEC projects to create a comprehensive package of activities, which would be corresponding to and implementing APEC goals. The EWG Lead Shepherd envisioned that the current development of the four ESCI pillars: Smart Transport, Smart Buildings, Smart Grid, and Smart Jobs/Consumers would be integrated with each other to create a smart community. She presented an initial set of activities that would be displayed at the next leader’s meeting in Honolulu. 

Questions and comments:
-Japan commented that Minister Ohata and Secretary Chu met and signed joint statement regarding ESCI in Tokyo on November 18. Japan added since the initiative is closely related to the APEC Leader’s Growth Strategy, it hopes that it could be a strongly expanded initiative to other economies. Japan’s MOFA added that it thanks each economy for contributing to the successful conclusion of the Yokohama meeting and encourages each economy to join the ESCI initiative.  

-The US emphasized that it has real hope that every APEC economy can contribute to the ESCI and think of one town, one activity to contribute with low energy features. 

-Chinese Taipei conveyed appreciation to the Japanese government for developing the growth strategy and special report for sustainable growth. 

-APERC’s President asked if the Action Plan for the APEC Growth Strategy is expected to have an annual progress report. He added it would be useful for EWG members to know what kind of annual progress review, what kind of ambitious progress leaders look forward to, and if it would possible to understand the annual reporting process. The APEC Secretariat replied that at this moment he did not have an answer, but in these coming weeks he provide some kind of answer on the progress of these statements. 
-The US remarked on green growth and the successful creation of friends of the Chair on Green Growth and asked members to bring forward any green growth initiative such as energy and transport during the December SOM meeting.
EWG Proposals – proposed contributions from ICA

International Copper Association(ICA) asked to if it could announce ICA proposed contributions to newly proposed EWG projects: 
-APEC Low Carbon Model Towns Project Phase 2- ICA stated it could contribute technical expertise, training of architects, design engineers and conduct workshops, conduct training on dimmers for public lighting, share best practices on building integrated solar water heaters, conduct training on cogeneration and trigeneration, could discuss financial contribution. 
-Advanced Metering Infrastructure (AMI) deployment in APEC- ICA proposed to contribute technical experts, financial contributions: fee and travel expense of technical person, and open for discussion for follow up work.
-Workshop on Marine Energy- ICA stated it will determine interest in this area.
-Electric Vehicles- ICA said it could contribute its expertise on energy storage, different battery technology, air conditioning systems, and provide financial contributions of fee and travel cost for technical resource persons.
Comments:

-New Zealand asked if members would be willing to accept their contributions. The EWG Lead Shepherd answered yes and that we should use the leverage of other organizations.
-EGNRET’s Chair invited ICA to its meeting in February in Washington.
-APERC’s President stated it was worthwhile to propose to economies to investigate whether there is common area for cooperation and to clarify budget aspects. APERC’s President also asked if the support of APEC members could go towards training, going to seminar and because that funding comes from the European Union, if there was any limitation to it. ICA replied that there is no firm principle on the budget. After the budget is allocated, ICA said it has freedom in its allocation and could work on co-funding projects and work with consultants and experts. 
Actions Arising/Next Steps:

· The US and Japan will engage member economies in the ESCI.
7. SHORT-TERM ESI MEASURES

7a. Joint Oil Data Initiative (JODI) and Natural Gas

The Chair of EGEDA informed EWG members that JODI has become a world standard of monthly oil databases, enjoys strong political support, and partners include APEC, IEA, Eurostar, OPEC, UN and received over 30 thousand visits a month and 40 thousand this month. The Chair also added that natural gas data, part of national primary energy, is growing significantly and monthly natural gas data will need to be submitted and submitted. 
Comments:
-Japan commented its appreciation of EGEDA and its important role in transparency in international oil markets, natural gas trade, and it hopes EGEDA can quickly enhance natural gas trade. Japan concluded it will support both activities with maximum effort.
7b. Real-Time Emergency Information Sharing System (RTEIS)

Mr. Kimura of the Institute of Energy Economics, Japan(IEEJ) reported that the Real-Time Emergency Information Sharing System(RTEIS) continues to monitor global oil prices. Mr. Kimura reported that April to October of this year there was no disruption to the system, but from May 2010 there was an upward trend in prices and he stated that the reasons for this trend were low OECD inventory, higher than expected demand, and weaker dollar. 

7c. Energy Emergency Response System

Regarding the Energy Emergency Response System, Japan presented its contribution to training courses in the APEC region to cooperate on emerging response and bilateral arrangements in ASEAN on joint response systems. 

Brunei presented on its short term energy security initiative and its National Oil Spill Contingency Plan. Regarding its short term energy security, Brunei stated that 60% of GDP and 90% of revenue comes from oil and gas thus it is too dependent on these resources. Brunei commented when these resources dry out, mature, or face other challenges, it has developed two sets of short term initiatives. 

1. Petroleum Products

a. Country wide stock of petroleum products

b. Supply side management – establish robust supply and operations plan and establish secure and reliable suppliers

c. Demand side management-  slow demand growth 

2. Gas-fuelled Power Generation

a. Develop related infrastructure

b. New combined cycle power plant to improve efficiency up to 30%

Brunei also mentioned its long term initiatives, which included oil stockpiling, expansion of exploration of new oil and gas fields, improving energy efficiency, and developing new and renewable sources of energy. 
Brunei Darussalam then presented on its National Oil Spill Contingency Plan(NOSCOP), which detailed its response policy of protecting human life, minimizing damage to the environment, restore the environment and its response strategy of monitoring, dispersing chemical applicant, containing and recovering, and shoreline protection and clean up. In the case of Tier 2 or greater spills, Brunei Darussalam added that the emergence response would include other agencies, industry, and ASEAN and other governments. 

Comments:
-The EWG Lead Shepherd added that it may be of interest that a US advisory panel released report from the Gulf of Mexico oil spill.

-Without further comments, the EWG Lead Shepherd adjourned meetings for the day.

7d. Maritime Security

No points were raised under this agenda item.

LONG-TERM ESI MEASURES

8. ENERGY TRADE AND INVESTMENT

8a. Report of the Energy Trade and Investment Task Force (ETITF)

Mr. Vincent Hudson, Chair of the Energy Trade and Investment Task Force (ETITF), reported to EWG the results of an APEC EWG member survey conducted by Noetic, noting the lack of investment in energy technologies, lack of carbon price, lack of understanding of employment potential, lack of development of energy services, and that much remains to be done before EMM10. He welcomed market development for green energy products, practical guidance and action plan for long term projects areas surrounding the EGS, and enhanced discussion between expert groups and task forces especially in energy services. 

Dr. Pritchard from the Energy Alliance of Australia presented on “A Technology Driven Framework for Energy and Climate Policies.” He noted that the conflict between energy security and climate change has caused barriers to achieving the other and its implications towards achieving goals set out by APEC and other economies. The solution from businesses he noted was low-carbon energy technologies that promote sustainability and a technology driven framework that can incentivize domestic R&D and accelerate technology deployment. 

Comments:
-The EWG Lead Shepherd commented that the CTI workshop on green buildings in Washington may be of relevance.
9. ENERGY EFFICIENCY

9a. EGEEC Progress Report including Highlights of Related Projects

Mr. Terry Collins, Chair of the Expert Group on Energy Efficiency and Conservation(EGEEC), presented EGEEC’s progress report. The meeting held on the periphery of SOM3 in Sendai, Japan, in September, discussed APERC activity with PREE, CEEDS; Super-efficient Equipment and Appliance Deployment(SEAD) program activities; and Climate REDI funding for APEC’s ESIS and CAST. Mr. Collins then discussed EGEEC’s completed and future projects. 
9b. Reports on Peer Review of Energy Efficiency (PREE) and Cooperative Energy Efficiency Design for Sustainability (CEEDS) activities 
APERC asked that the PREE report for Chinese Taipei be included in the summary record. The EWG Lead Shepherd asked that economies host PREE in the future. Japan expressed its appreciation to member economies for its cooperation on PREE and believes that PREE is a core activity that facilitates energy conservation. With regard to CEEDS, Japan expressed its appreciation to Thailand for its cooperation. 

Indonesia volunteered to host the next PREE in 2011, believes PREE will be very useful. 
APERC’s President, Mr. Kenji Kobayashi, presented its progress report on Peer Review for Energy Efficiency(PREE) for Chinese Taipei. He listed the review team, gave an overview of the investigation activities, and presented the major findings and discussed a total of 35 recommendations. He concluded that Chinese Taipei has strong energy efficiency policies and measures and an engaged public and private sectors.  

Comments:
-Chinese Taipei expressed its honor in being the fifth economy to undergo PREE and stated it was sincerely appreciative to APERC and its knowledgeable experts. Chinese Taipei added that 18 of the recommendations are partially agreed to and will be carried out in the future. It stated that it accepts the recommendations of the PREE and emphasized its importance for sustainable development. 

-With no further comments, the EWG Lead Shepherd accepted the report. 
9c. Presentation on Super Efficient Equipment and Appliance Deployment (SEAD) Collaborative Assessments of Standards and Testing (CAST) 
The US presented its report on Super-Efficient Equipment and Appliance Deployment(SEAD) and Collaborative Assessments of Standards and Testing(CAST). The US noted that the CAST, a product of the instruction from APEC Ministers, and the SEAD, a product of the Major Economies Forum’s Clean Energy Ministerial, has interesting and potentially productive overlaps. The US explained that SEAD, whose many members are also APEC members, has a focus on sharing and harmonizing standards and testing for appliances, which can be jointly coordinated with CAST activities. 

Comments:
-Japan suggested that the US seek possible cooperation with the committees. The US agreed to Japan’s suggestion. 
-The EWG Lead Shepherd added that this is an example of global interest in energy and that it is crucial that we begin nesting activities to accelerate deployment. 

-EGEEC’s Chair, stating its importance, asked for the contact information for each project. The EWG Lead Shepherd agreed that the associated contact information to each project would be very important.
9d. APERC energy intensity reduction

APERC’s Vice President, Dr. Ralph Samuelson, presented his report on “Proposed Approaches to Assessing APEC’s Energy Intensity Reduction Goals.” Currently, as Dr. Samuelson noted, APEC’s goal of 25% reduction of energy intensity from 2005 to 2030 can be easily exceeded with member economies’ current policies or the business-as-usual scenario; however, it would be inadequate to deal with the climate change issue. However, as Dr. Samuelson informed, the APEC Ministers and Leaders instructed APEC to assess the potential for reducing the energy intensity output beyond the 25% goal. Dr. Samuelson proposed looking at three scenarios to analyze and then provide recommendation to APEC Ministers and Leaders. 

1. Business as usual: assess energy intensity reduction from policies already in place

2. Current pledges: assess energy intensity reduction from newly announced policy goals- Copenhagen, Cancun, publicly announced, etc. 

3. 450ppm: assess energy intensity reduction from achieving a 450ppm and will build upon APERC work in its Pathways report. 

Dr. Samuelson expected to have preliminary findings at both EWG41 and 42 and the final findings by EWG43. 

Questions and comments:
-The EWG Lead Shepherd, expressing concern about the time schedule, stated she wanted a report back to Energy Ministers and Leaders on the energy intensity reduction goals assessment. APERC’ President stated he would cooperate with EGEEC, EGEDA to try and meet the deadlines. He also added that in the Medium Term Work Plan that the timeline states progress report is asked for by early 2011, but will try its best to complete before the Leaders meeting.  He subsequently asked if it would ok to provide progress report before the September deadline or expedite? The EWG Lead Shepherd responded to expedite that sufficient time was needed to review and suggested early August was needed to gain consensus. 

-The US noted that the analysis has been strengthened, more details have been presented, but a lot more work to agree to 2 degree limit. The US added that APEC economies’ pledges combined can get close to a 450ppm scenario, but need more detailed understanding of what pledges look like when taken together, especially what the contribution of reduced energy intensity is.

-Chinese Taipei commented that it may not be an appropriate time to discuss EWG42, but if EWG41 is planned for May of next year, then it may not be appropriate to have EWG42 in August, therefore the time of EWG42 is uncertain. Also, Chinese Taipei added, because the High Level Officials meeting will be in September and the Leaders meeting afterwards in Hawaii, the most suitable time may be mid-October, but will depend on date of EWG41. The EWG Lead Shepherd responded that EWG41 will be in the beginning of May, in which case October would be a good date. APERC’s President suggested organizing before SOM3 in mid-September. The EWG Lead Shepherd confirmed the potential for holding the meeting on the sides of the high level meeting in September, but cautioned that it would be shorter timeframe to work with. 

-Japan noted APEC’s energy intensity reduction potential and will fully support this activity. The EWG Lead Shepherd added that this is one of the issues that will get more attention, that everyone will think seriously about. APERC’s President appreciated EWG members for their encouraging comments and stated that it will present first progress report at EWG41 and solicit member’s advice.

-The EWG Lead Shepherd asked if APERC can confirm the two expert groups will work together.  APERC’s President responded yes. 

-The EWG Lead Shepherd moved to change item 9f to 10a as it is more related to topic area 10.
Actions Arising/Next Steps:

· Upon the EGEEC’s Chair’s request, the US will provide contact information for the various CEM initiatives.

· Chinese Taipei to consider a suitable date for EWG42. 

· APERC to expedite its reporting on energy intensity reduction assessment.
10.  NEW AND RENEWABLE ENERGY

10a. APEC PEER Review on Energy 

Japan proposed an expansion to the APEC Peer Review on Energy(APRE). In response to the APEC Energy Ministers instruction, Japan proposes to add the Peer Review on Low-Carbon Energies(PRLCE) to the existing PREE and CEEDS mechanisms. Japan explained that the PRLCE would review the effectiveness and efficiency of low carbon energy policies, share experience and knowledge of APEC member economies’ strategies and measures, encourage APEC economies to set individual goals on low-emission power sources, and provide recommendations. 

Questions and comments:
-Japan expressed appreciation to Thailand and Vietnam for their interest and participation in this effort. Thailand added it supported the Japanese proposal. Vietnam announced it would host the first follow up to PREE in 2011. The EWG Lead Shepherd added that it is good to have volunteers host the test case. 

-Philippines asked if members should take this to mean that other projects should be ranked with lower priority. The EWG Lead Shepherd instructed Japan to think about this question. 

-Chinese Taipei expressed appreciation to the efforts made by Japan for PREE and CEEDS and that it proved to be very useful in reducing the emission, promoting efficiency, and adopting renewable. He then asked what the definition of low carbon energy was and should it be tailored made to suit host economies? Japan thanked Chinese Taipei for the kind comment and stated it will look into its question. 

-APERC’s President stated that the PRLCE proposals were directly responding to the Ministers’ instructions in Fukui and asked whether it could be added to the Medium Term Work Plan. The EWG Lead Shepherd replied yes it could be done. 

-With no further comments, the EWG Lead Shepherd stated that member economies look forward to additional PREEs and new PRLCE.  

10b. EGNRET Progress Report including Highlights of Related Projects

EGNRET’s Chair, Dr. Tom Lee, presented EGNRET’s progress report. Dr. Lee stated that EGNRET has met twice since EWG39, the first, EGNRET’s 34th meeting, was held in Malaysia and discussed new and renewable energy utilization. The 35th meeting in Japan, as Dr. Lee stated, discussed current low-carbon town activities in APEC member economies. Dr. Lee also informed us that at the 35th meeting, Chinese Taipei was elected to the Chair and Japan to the Vice-Chair for two years. Dr. Lee then discussed ongoing and new projects on Grid/Interconnection issues. 

10c. Report on the “APEC Low-Carbon Model Town” Project
Japan reported its update to the APEC Low-Carbon Model Town(LCMT) project. Japan began with the issue of urbanization and improving living standards creating increased emissions and how the low-carbon model town concept would be used to counteractive measure. Japan then explained the concept, the pre-feasibility studies that would be done, quantitative analysis on CO2 savings that would be completed, and ultimately, a policy review based on technical analysis. It concluded with discussion of its first task force meeting and first LCMT project in Yujiapu, China. 

Questions and comments:

-Japan gave the floor to China for comments. 

-China expressed its thanks to Japan and stated this project was endorsed by President Hu Jintao during the APEC Leaders Summit. China added it fully support LCMT in china and the APEC region and that it would like to do more work in this area. China stated it is also conducting a pilot study in financial incentives in reducing carbon dioxide and invited foreign and domestic investment to Yujiapu. China announced it would like to host a seminar of APEC LCMT and apply for project funding to the EWG Secretariat for a seminar in June between EWG41 and 42. It added that it attached importance to Hong Kong, China’s EVI forum and that it could back to back with EWG42 in Chinese Taipei at about the end of October. 

-The EWG Lead Shepherd stated that it’s good to hear more details on the project and economic benefits from the guidelines. Chinese Taipei conveyed its strong appreciation to the LCMT project for the importance of the project design and construction which will define energy consumption for the next 30 or 40 years. It added this is expected to affect the commerce, transportation, and woman and children in society. Chinese Taipei added that it wants to contribute a seminar idea for low carbon islands and after ascertaining the success of low carbon islands, plan to join Japan’s excellent project and do synergy. 
-The US noted that the new ESCI initiative derived a lot of inspiration from Japan’s presentation of LCMT. The US asked how the initiative could be used to create an information base that is needed even quicker than anticipated and how to evolve this work. The US also asked about a study group of potential candidate cities in each economy of a total of 10 to 15 cities to survey features looked for in a LCMT and get new ideas on energy efficiency in transport and buildings and perhaps highlight for the energy and transport meeting in San Francisco. Japan expressed its thanks for the kind suggestions and will consider the suggestions, including the proposal to survey other towns. Hong Kong, China also expressed its appreciation of efforts to push projects forward and also expressed support the US survey proposal to which they added a suggestion for the redevelopment of existing old towns.  

-The EWG Lead Shepherd added that the thinking for ESCI was to do a quick survey and nominate communities that will be moving in this direction, so that they can share information on projects and present what they are doing at the community level. 

10d. APEC Smart Grid Initiative 
The US presented the report for the APEC Smart Grid Initiative(ASGI). The Energy Ministers at Fukui, as the US noted, charged the EWG to create the APEC Smart Grid Initiative to explore smart grid technologies, such as advanced battery technologies and renewable integration. To address the Ministers, the US stated, ASGI has begun activities in stages. In Phase 1, ASGI will complete a Survey of Smart Grid Status and Potential. A road map for advancing smart grid technologies will conclude Phase 2. Lastly, Phase 3 will establish a network of smart grid test beds. 

Question and comments:
-Canada commented that it was very interesting, the initiative of the year, but to work to fill gaps in other roadmaps and other work in the IEA, CEM, and other fora. Canada cautioned about duplicating the same road map. 
-New Zealand noted that it was working with Australia on this as well, working on real time metering, expecting heat pumps to have mandatory requirement to label, and perhaps retrofitting appliances to apply to the smart grid. 

-The EWG Lead Shepherd added that retrofit of power plants are something that’s overlooked. 

Actions Arising/Next Steps:

· Vietnam will host the follow up PREE in 2011. 

· The US will add the PRLCE to the Medium Term Work Plan
11. ALTERNATIVE TRANSPORT FUELS

11a. – Progress report of the APEC Biofuels Task Force including highlights of related projects

The APEC Biofuels Task Force Chair, Mr. Jeff Skeer, presented the progress report of the Biofuels Task Force. Mr. Skeer stated the group met in Malaysia and held a interesting seminar on sustainable biofuels, with particular emphasis on carbon sinks and food production. Mr. Skeer mentioned that a draft report on biofuel cost and economics will be finished soon before the end of the year. In addition, he noted completed projects and two new projects underway- one on algae and the other on infrastructure strategy for biofuel production. 

Question:
-APERC’s President asked when the next task force meeting was. The US replied that it has not been scheduled, but that it was waiting for the draft of the report and perhaps will hold a preliminary outreach workshop.  
Biofuels TF recommendation to ministers

The APEC Biofuels Task Force Chair, Mr. Jeff Skeer, presented the task force’s recommendation to ministers. Mr. Skeer provided brief background on the current situation and developments in biofuels. He concluded that there was no single feedstock that can be promoted as a universally sustainable solution. He recommended that member economies should collaborate on sustainable biofuels activities, promote all areas of sustainability simultaneously, incorporate more performance based approaches to monitoring, compliance and impacts, and to put in place biofuel policies and programs. 
Questions and comments:
-Australia asked if there was any linkage between this group and agricultural working group. Mr. Skeer replied that there were some agricultural experts on the task force, but sporadic communication with the working group. He added systematic communication is needed and would be more helpful. 
11b. Joint High Level Meeting of Energy and Transport

In response to the Energy Ministers’ Fukui Declaration, the US announced the Joint High Level Meeting of Energy and Transport Officials.  The US noted the themes for the meeting, which included energy and transport systems for livable low-carbon communities and low carbon transport fuels such as biofuels and electricity. The US then explained the proposed format of the meeting and expanded upon the thematic areas. 

Questions and comments:
-Canada stated that the Transport Ministers will be meeting, but still not clear about the Energy Ministers? And if not, it asked to clarify at what level. Canada asked if the idea was developed jointly and how the two streams will be developed. Canada then suggested some kind of energy and transport theme for the next policy dialogue that would feed nicely into the meeting in the Fall. The US replied that freight transport strategies, urban transport, fuel efficiency standards, or any of the themes mentioned could be topics for the policy dialogue. The US also answered that yes this meeting was developed in cooperation the Department of Transportation and Department of State colleagues, with APEC EWG and APEC Transportation Working Group(TWG). The US noted it is possible for a ministerial or high official declaration or joint drafting session possibly in conjunction with the meeting in Vancouver or with the TWG meeting in Australia. The EWG Lead Shepherd added that the TWG has a history of having a ministerial every year and that Transportation Ministers will be there and will invite Energy Ministers to attend. 

-The APEC Secretariat added that the Industry Science and Technology Working Group (ISTWG) has many projects on energy, energy efficiency, and new and renewable, etc. 
-APERC’s President added that it would like to contribute to the joint high level meeting and that APERC was prepared to hold a CEEDS workshop. In addition, APERC added, that it is organizing an annual conference in Tokyo on the 7th and 8th of March, which will be about energy efficient transportation. APERC will invite one delegate from each economy and stated it would be a good opportunity to prepare for the high level meeting.  

Project Ranking results

-The EWG Secretariat listed the outcome of the project rankings. The top three in order are: APEC Peer Review on Energy Efficiency Phase 3, PEER Review on Low-Carbon Energy Policies, and APEC Cooperative Energy Efficiency Design for Sustainability Phase 3. 
-The EWG Lead Shepherd stated that the EWG endorses all of the projects and she will have the APEC Secretariat send them, but did not know in which round to send. The APEC Secretariat responded that the next deadline to propose concept notes for these projects is February 7 and that the concept notes should be two pages. He added that the budget is going to be endorsed by members in APEC and will see to it there is a budget for all the concept notes. He emphasized that the concept notes are presented at the same session, if the project proponents want to wait another round of the BMC will depend on when the project proponents want to make the proposal. 

-The EWG Lead Shepherd asked if the BMC was splitting the money evenly in three rounds. The APEC Secretariat answered that he did not know. The EWG Lead Shepherd asked if the energy efficiency and new and renewable projects come out of a separate fund. The APEC Secretariat answered that he would find out if this is accurate. The EWG Lead Shepherd told the project proponents to get the concept notes to the APEC Secretariat. 

12. CLEAN FOSSIL ENERGY

12a. Progress report including project highlights and project proposals of EGCFE

Expert Group on Clean Fossil Energy(EGCFE)’s Chair, Mr. Scott Smouse, presented on EGCFE progress report. Mr. Smouse began with administrative updates, including Ms. Toshiko Fujita assuming the EGCFE Secretariat position and a funding shortfall to the expert group. As Mr. Smouse stated, the EGCFE’s initial support from Japan had been depleted, Canada and Australia agreed to support but the EGCFE is still looking for supporters. He added that in response to Energy Ministers Japan will be leading an effort a work plan for activities on clean coal technologies. Mr. Smouse then discussed recently completed projects, ongoing, and newly approved projects. 

Comments:
-Japan recognized the importance of clean coal technology and CCS, its importance to international cooperation, and key role it plays in the APEC region for electricity generation.
12b. Presentation and discussion of fossil fuel subsidy reduction

The EWG Lead Shepherd noted that both Energy Ministers and Leaders have asked the EWG to look at and work that the G20 is doing; additionally, earlier this Fall in Geneva at the International Institute for Sustainable Development, analytic work on fossil fuel subsidies was presented.  

The US reported its presentation on “Phasing Out Fossil Fuel Subsidies in the APEC Region.” The US noted that this project had support from Energy Ministers and Leaders and provided brief background on the benefits of phasing out the subsidies, but standing against it is the conflict between economics and politics and it can be used to help the poor. The APEC project, as the US stated, would look into collecting and sharing best practices.  

Questions and comments:
-The EWG Lead Shepherd, referring to the presentation, stated that that is the general direction we will be moving in. 
-Australia inquired about a possible survey of an economy by economy comparison. The US replied that it would try find out what has worked, find out examples where economies have tried to reduce subsidies. 
-Australia mentioned that the G20 work is doing a fair amount of work out there and that the US should try to complement ongoing work; also it added the possibility that some economies may have sensitivities in this work. The US stated that the IEA has prepared work and a roadmap for phasing them out as well. New Zealand added that it has joined Sweden and Switzerland in rationalizing the phasing out of inefficient fuel subsidies and that it has been looking at environmental risks and other factors in search of APEC EWG support for this activity. 

-The EWG Lead Shepherd commented that these were good comments and to look at the APEC perspective for doing best practices. She added there are a lot of reports out there but they are generic and not as technical as they could be, still areas of improvement. 
12c. Presentation and discussion on unconventional gas census

EGCFE’s Chair, Mr. Scott Smouse, presented his report on unconventional gas.  Mr. Smouse stating the interest of the Energy Ministers in an unconventional gas census began with the definition of unconventional gas and its four sources: tight gas sands, coal bed methane, shale gas, and methane hydrates. He then explained how unconventional gas exploration has redefined the energy supply and made other impacts for the US, Canada, and China. He described the need for cooperative action and described a work plan that included surveying available information, affect of unconventional gas on markets in the region, and to disseminate the information.  

Questions and Comments:

-The US commented that it is important to have cooperation and helpful to know what each economy is doing in this area. The US had anticipated a presenter from the USGS and hopes the USGS can be at the next meeting in Canada. 
-Vietnam stated that it is studying unconventional gas and conducting a pilot project with Japan. Vietnam hoped that by EWG41 that there will be information to present. 

-Canada noted that, from its perspective, shale gas development is at the early stages but resources are immense. Canada added that it looks forward to the results of the survey and that the presented project sounded very good but is missing the socioeconomic assessment. It clarified that where there is no oil and gas development, there are immense barriers to its development including fear, uncertainty, NIMBY, and those barriers should be addressed. The US thanked Canada for its valuable insight and suggested that the project proposal should incorporate that. The EWG Lead Shepherd agreed that it is a corollary study that is needed. 

-APERC’s President agreed that it is a very important topic and agreed with others. He noted that looking at this research topic there is very little geologic data to do comprehensive analysis and stated it is great that this project will look at this.  The US agreed there is difficulty in getting data like carbon storage potential. It added geologists are pretty smart and able to come up with inferred data on geologic formations.
Actions Arising/Next Steps:

· The EGCFE to find new sponsors for its activities. 
13. OTHER LONG-TERM MEASURES

13a. Nuclear Energy

The US, in response to growing interest from Energy Ministers, presented a report on “Nuclear Power Emissions Reduction Potential(NUPERPS).” The US laid out a step by step work plan on completing a emissions reduction analysis, which includes gathering nuclear power data by economy, estimating fossil fuel displacement and carbon dioxide savings, modelling carbon emissions reduction, and lastly disseminating findings. The US asked economies for their participation and contribution of available models. 

Comment:
-Japan stated that a growing number of economies are expanding nuclear for reduction in emissions, energy security, but cautioned to keep in mind nuclear safety. Japan added that it will continue cooperation in this area and develop financial framework for nuclear energy. 

13b. Hydrogen and Fuel Cells

No discussion took place on this topic

13c. Methane Hydrates

EGCFE’s Chair, Mr. Smouse, presented briefly on methane hydrates cooperation between the US and APEC economies, which include Canada, Korea and Japan. With Canada, the US maintains a cooperative drilling program. The US and Korea participated in site selection for drilling. And with Japan, cooperation is in gas hydrate reservoir simulators.
