Under the 2010 theme, Ministers recalled and were guided by the Leader’ declaration at the 17th APEC Economic Leaders’ Meeting in 2009 to “put in place next year a comprehensive long-term growth strategy that supports more balanced growth within and across economies, achieves greater inclusiveness in our societies, sustains our environment, and which seeks to raise our growth potential through innovation and a knowledge-based economy. Ministers have also tackled relevant sectoral issues of their specific concern and have set guidelines for the future to address those issues.

Ministers discussed APEC 2010 key priorities including achievement of the Bogor Goals, regional economic integration, growth strategy, human security and ECOTECH, among others. Strategies and actions for quality growth were widely and substantially discussed at the Meetings which have made important and valuable contributions to the formulation of the APEC Leader’s Growth Strategy. In the area of human security, the Ministers responsible for food security met for the first time this year and delivered concrete actions to strengthen food security in the region.

Ministers recognized that ECOTECH would continue to play a vital role beyond 2010 and endorsed strategic, goal-oriented, multi-year approaches across the priority areas identified to strengthen ECOTECH activities.

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16th APEC Ministers’ Responsible for Trade

APEC Ministers Responsible for Trade reviewed the state of the global economy; members' progress in achieving APEC's Bogor Goals of free and open trade; and discussed advancing regional economic integration, including exploring possible pathways to a Free Trade Area of the Asia Pacific; formulating a growth strategy for the region that achieves balanced, inclusive, sustainable, innovative and secure growth; and promoting human security to ensure resilient and secure economies. 
Main Outcomes

1. Ministers reaffirmed their resolve to seek an ambitious, balanced, and prompt conclusion to the DDA.  Agreed to engage in horizontal discussions to seek the path toward the end game and report progress to APEC Leaders in Yokohama.
2. Ministers agreed to extend the commitment on standstill made by APEC Leaders in 2008 for another year (i.e. until 2011) and stand ready to extend this further, if necessary.  They will continue to remain vigilant to all signs of protectionism and to undertake regular review of measures undertaken by APEC economies that impact on trade and investment.

3. Ministers reached a common understanding on the main thrust of the assessment on the achievement of the Bogor Goals by 13 APEC economies. They welcomed the progress made by officials and looked forward to a strong and credible report in Yokohama that will show the significant progress that has been made toward the Bogor Goals and identify the remaining work to be done to confirm APEC’s status as the world’s leading region for trade and investment liberalization and facilitation.
4. Ministers welcomed the progress made to explore possible pathways to achieve an FTAAP, including discussion on recent developments related to the economic architecture in the Asia-Pacific region and instructed senior officials to report by November 2010 on the outcomes of their exploration of a range of possible pathways to achieve an FTAAP that is being undertaken in accordance with APEC Leaders’ instructions in 2009.
5. Ministers commended the work undertaken in the areas of investment, services, standards and technical regulations, trade facilitation, rules of origin (ROOs), intellectual property rights (IPR), environmental goods and services (EGS), and the Ease of Doing Business and, instructed that work be further accelerated. They welcomed the participation of Brunei Darussalam and Malaysia in the APEC Self-Certification of Origin Pathfinder; development of the action plans for the Supply-Chain Connectivity Framework; development of an AEO Action Plan; establishment of the APEC Website on Tariffs and Rules Of Origins (webTR) and APEC Logistics Website.

6. Ministers declared that the Growth Strategy should aim to achieve economic growth that is balanced, inclusive, sustainable, innovative and secure.They reaffirmed that the Strategy should comprise a multi-year Action Plan which focuses on APEC’s strengths in areas where it can add value, including in ECOTECH and capacity-building, and encouraged senior officials to finalize the Strategy in Yokohama.
7. Ministers committed to intensify efforts to reduce and prepare for potential threats and disruptions to commerce and trade, and to strengthen the region’s capacity to achieve a secure and resilient economic and social environment. 
8. Ministers agreed to extend the mandate of the Policy Support Unit (PSU) beyond 2010 and to continue discussions on the specific period of the extension and the modalities for extending financial assistance to the PSU.

 9th Energy Ministers’ Meeting

Theme: Low Carbon Paths to Energy Security:

Cooperative Energy Solutions for a Sustainable APEC

APEC Energy Ministers set directions to advance energy security, improve energy efficiency and increase clean energy supply in the APEC region, agreed in new initiatives and, instructed APEC’s Energy Working Group (EWG) to implement the studies and initiatives in its Work Plan with support from its subsidiary bodies as well as through cooperation with relevant APEC and multilateral fora.

Main Outcomes
1. Ministers committed to further strengthen the Energy Security Initiative (ESI) endorsed by the APEC Leaders in 2001 and to undertake new measures to build upon it.

2. Ministers commended the Peer Review on Energy Efficiency (PREE) and urged that additional economies participate.  EWG was instructed to keep promoting energy efficiency through the PREE and the Cooperative Energy Efficiency Design for Sustainability (CEEDS) and to consider follow-up efforts.
3. Ministers instructed the EWG to intensify analysis of the potential for further energy intensity improvement with a view to recommending an enhanced energy intensity reduction goal, since the aspirational goal agreed in 2007 of at least 25 percent reduction from 2005 level by 2030 will be far surpassed if recent trends continue.

4. Ministers reiterated 2009 Leaders’ Declaration to rationalize and phase out over the medium term inefficient fossil fuel subsidies that encouraged wasteful consumption.

5. Ministers launched an APEC Low-Carbon Model Town Project to present successful models for coordinated usage of advanced low-carbon technologies.
6. For boosting energy security, Ministers instructed the EWG to: develop joint programs with the International Energy Agency to improve response to oil and gas emergency situations in the APEC region; conduct an Unconventional Gas Census to evaluate the potential of unconventional resources and recommend cooperative actions; continue assessing the resource potential for biofuels; and continue collecting complete, accurate and timely oil and gas data.
7.　For improving energy efficiency, Ministers instructed the EWG to; strengthen the APEC Energy　Standards Information System and conduct a series of Collaborative Assessments of Standards and Testing; and conduct a series of workshops on energy efficient transport strategy.
8.  For introducing clean energy supply, Ministers instructed the EWG to: explore mechanisms to encourage economies to set individual goals and action plans for introducing low-emission power sources; extend and reinforce its analysis of technology options for carbon capture and storage and its dissemination of best practices; develop an initiative for deploying advanced clean coal technologies; continue its assessment of renewable energy options; undertake a Nuclear Power Emissions Reduction Potential Study in interested APEC economies; consider possible cooperation with other relevant organizations such as IAEA, including its Asian Nuclear Safety Network; start an APEC Smart Grid Initiative; develop APEC Technology Development Roadmaps; and establish a Task Force to implement an APEC Low-Carbon Model Town Project.
9. Ministers urged  redoubled efforts to develop and deploy cost-effective technologies for carbon capture and storage and share information on them through multilateral fora.

APEC Growth Strategy High-Level Policy Round Table, 7-8 August 2010

The Round Table was the first opportunity for the APEC members to focus on comprehensive and dedicated discussion with regard to the APEC Growth Strategy.  Members acknowledged the need for its growth strategy to meet new challenges in recent years with a view to achieving further prosperity and collective well-being through long-term and sustained growth.  They discussed each of five attributes of quality growth, namely balanced, inclusive, sustainable, innovative and secure growth and how APEC could  promote these growth attributes in concrete terms. 
Main Outcomes
APEC’s Need for a Growth Strategy has been acknowledged.

Discussion on APEC’s contribution to each of five  attributes:

1. Balanced Growth

· Re-energize APEC’s work on structural reform and build on ongoing efforts under the Leaders’ Agenda to Implement Structural Reform (LAISR)

· Complement the G20’s efforts in pursuing balanced growth

2. Inclusive Growth

· Promote policies in fields such as job creation, human resource development and utilization, SMEs and entrepreneurship development, creating new economic opportunities for women, more inclusive access to finance.
3. Sustainable Growth

· Further promote energy efficiency and the development of a low-carbon energy sector;
· Work to improve access for environmental goods and services (EGS)

· Develop EGS sectors

· Promote energy conservation activities through green ICT

4. Innovative Growth

· Improve the research & development environment

· Effectively provide policy and regulatory infrastructure conducive to innovation

5. Secure Growth 

· Promote the human security agenda to provide the secure environment  for economic growth
· Continue to promote policies in fields such as counter-terrorism, prevention and countering of emergency preparedness, pandemic diseases, and food security

Members agreed to encourage Senior Officials to continue work on all aspects of the Growth Strategy toward finalizing it at the APEC Economic Leaders’ Meeting in Yokohama.

APEC 5th Human Resources Development Ministerial Meeting

Theme: Developing Human Resources, Vigorously Promoting Employment and Realizing Inclusive Growth
Date          :    16-17 September 2010

Venue       :    Beijing, China

Ministers responsible for human resources development gathered under the theme, “Developing Human Resources, Vigorously Promoting Employment and Realizing Inclusive Growth.”

Main Outcomes



1. Ministers agreed to carry out the Leaders’ priorities to put job creation at the heart of its economic strategy and enhance cooperation to address the social implications of globalization and advance the APEC inclusive growth agenda by improved and innovative human resources development responses and policies. 

2. Recognizing the role that human resources development plays in achieving inclusive growth, Ministers set the priority to create more and better jobs, improve social safety nets and enhance education and training. 

3.  In the Joint Ministerial Statement, ministers adopted the following recommendations for APEC  Economic Leaders to guide the development of human resources development policies in their respective economies: 


Devote priority attention to maintaining and expanding employment and adopt employment-oriented macroeconomic policies

· Ministers pledged to give more attention to employment-intensive growth and called for consideration of policies which strengthen employability, productivity and labor force participation.


Improve social safety nets and reinforce social protection and employment assistance for vulnerable groups

· Ministers recognized the challenges facing member economies and the role that social safety nets play in stabilizing disruptions in market and contributing to labor mobility and job creation. 

Enhance human capacity building and prepare the workforce to revitalize economic growth

· Ministers pledged to pay particular attention to the needs of new labor entrants, vulnerable groups and the requirements of entrepreneurship training. Attention will be given to the demand for new skills. APEC economies will strengthen training programs to prepare the workforce for new jobs, particularly those opportunities presented by green growth. 


Promote economic and technical cooperation in the field of human resources development among APEC economies

· Ministers stressed the importance of strengthening the cooperation exchanges and experiences sharing to advance the APEC inclusive agenda. 

They agreed to convene a Human Resources Development Ministerial Meeting once every four years. 

4. Ministers also agreed on the Action Plan which provided a road map for HRDWG to realize the objectives of the Joint Ministerial Statement, and the APEC Skills Development Promotion Project which translated the APEC call for promoting HRD cooperation among economies into tangible practice through improved HRD activities

6th Tourism Ministerial Meeting

Theme: Tourism for New Strategic Growth in the Asia-Pacific Region
Date          :    22-23 September 2010

Venue       :    Nara, Japan
Ministers discussed the “Tourism for New Strategic Growth in the Asia-Pacific Region” and adopted the “Nara Declaration” to support sustainable, inclusive and balanced economic growth of the industry in the Asia-Pacific region.
Main Outcomes


1. Ministers confirmed that tourism will continue to play an important and relevant role in the Asia-Pacific region during this period of significant change in the global political and economic order. 
2.  Ministers recognised the “economic importance of tourism, including the creation of jobs, reduction of poverty and conservation of the environment” and stressed their determination to continue to strengthen the industry to help develop the region. 

3. The meeting stressed the importance of collaboration between tourism offices and organizations, both public and private, in member economies. Greater collaboration between APEC fora, the private sector and international bodies.
4. Ministers recognized that it is necessary for the Tourism Working Group (TWG) to implement specific strategic measures to address: (1) raising the recognition of the significance of tourism and the role it plays as an economic engine in the Asia-Pacific region and in the wider APEC forum as a whole, (2) influencing other APEC fora and policy makers to address issues that affect tourism, and (3) promoting the sustainable management of tourism businesses and destinations.
5. In relation to the APEC Growth Strategy, Ministers reiterated the significance of tourism for growth in the Asia-Pacific region and stressed that it is essential to continue to develop a tourism-friendly business environment in the region, as well as in individual member economies, to accelerate economic recovery.
6. Ministers recognized that tourism could maximize and protect its assets (including natural, cultural, and heritage assets) through encouraging tourism flows more evenly, to provide more stable employment, and to contribute to economic growth in the industry.
7. Ministers confirmed to exchange information and best practice on efforts to expand new and emerging types of tourism such as medical and wellness tourism, religious events tourism, sports tourism, cruise tourism, ecotourism, and MICE (Meetings, Incentive travel, Conventions and Exhibitions/Events). These avenues could stimulate new demand and tourism-related investment across the Asia-Pacific region. 
8. Tourism Ministers welcomed the gracious invitation of the Russian Federation to host the 7th TMM in 2012.

17th Small and Medium Enterprises Ministerial Meeting

Theme: Strategy for Reinvigorating Economic Growth with Dual Engine: 

SME and Asia-Pacific Economy

Date          :    2-3 October 2010

Venue       :    Gifu, Japan

Ministers responsible for Small and Medium Enterprises gathered to discuss the  Strategy for Reinvigorating Economic Growth with Dual Engine, SME and Asia-Pacific Economy.

Main Outcomes

1.  Growth Strategy for SMEs based on a) Analysis of the present condition, b) Developments over the next few years, and c) Direction looking forward to 2020 in order to generate the long-term growth strategy for APEC’s SMEs.
2. Ministers acknowledged the first and second year achievements of the four-year SMEWG Strategic Plan (2009-2012) and commending Champion Economies for their guidance and support in each priority area.
3. Ministers supported the study on SME internationalisation best practices (Singapore), and asked that the outcomes of the study be shared with the APEC members at the margins of the next SME Ministerial Meeting in 2011.
4. Conclusion of the first cycle of the Daegu Initiative (2006-2010) (Korea) on innovation policies for SMEs and welcomed the “Green Initiative” as the second cycle.
5. In the long term efforts should commence or be enhanced as soon as possible in 
(1) SMEs’ participation in high-growth sectors by:
a. Developing and presenting strategies or action plans to bring SMEs into areas seen as future growth sectors;
b. Strengthening assistance for human resources development, innovation, business change, productivity improvement, and entrepreneurship; 
c. Developing a coordinated approach between SME- and related agencies to implement measures aimed at improving the business environment for SMEs, in particular, access to finance (including trade finance), capability building and the legal system; and 
d. Promoting policy cooperation and sharing information and best practices among all APEC member economies.
(2) SMEs’ access to global markets.
a. Supporting SMEs to take advantage of each locality’s domestic and regional resources to develop high value-added products, and to sell to the global marketplace, through the APEC-wide and global “One Village One Product” model (Gifu Initiative); 
b. Promoting exhibitions and trade shows that are open to the Asia-Pacific region’s SMEs through APEC market-opening activities such as the APEC SME exhibition model and exhibition information sharing platforms (Gifu Initiative);
c. Supporting SMEs to expand and strengthen networking by launching international internship and exchange programmes such as the APEC SME CEOs’ Network (Gifu Initiative); and
d. Facilitating open and transparent business environments free from the high costs of corruption by the development of APEC codes of business ethics in sectors of export interest to APEC economies, beginning with the medical device sector.
6. Ministers noted the recommendations by ABAC that SMEs’ access to fundamental resources such as financing, information communication technology, and human resources should be intensified.
7. Ministers noted the recommendations of the 8th GFPN Meeting and the 15th WLN Meeting that emphasised the need to include measures that facilitate access to public and micro-finance programmes by women-led SMEs; improve the regulatory environment; develop skills programmes for women entrepreneurs; foster networking opportunities; strengthen educational and vocational training programmes; and promote gender mainstreaming based on the recognition that women are important economic contributors.

3rd APEC Oceans-Related Ministerial Meeting

Theme: Healthy Oceans and Fisheries Management Towards Food Security
Date          :    11-12 October 2010

Venue       :    Paracas, Peru

Main Outcomes
1. APEC Oceans-related Ministers adopted the Paracas Declaration including an Action Agenda, and agreed to focus their efforts on the following four sub-themes:
a. Sustainable Development and Protection of the Marine Environment by focusing their attention on:
i. Understanding of the Marine Environment
ii. Sustainable Management of the Marine Environment 
iii. Pollution
b. Impact of Climate Change on the Oceans
c. Promote Free and Open Trade and Investment
d. The Role of Oceans in Food Security
2. Ministers agreed to convey the outcomes of the AOMM3 to the first APEC Ministerial Meeting on Food Security highlighting the vital contribution of marine resources and fisheries and aquaculture products to food security in the APEC region.
3. Ministers encouraged the establishment of networks of cooperation in research and development of sustainable marine resources, fisheries and aquaculture within the APEC economies and the establishment of associative links with Regional Fisheries Management Organizations and Arrangements (RFMO/As) and other relevant fora.

APEC Ministerial Meeting on Food Security

Date
  :  16-17 October 2010

Venue    :  Niigata, Japan

This marked the first time APEC held a Ministerial Meeting on Food Security. Ministers issued the Niigata Declaration on APEC Food Security and endorsed an APEC Action Plan on Food Security which identified specific activities to strengthen regional food security.
Main Outcomes



1. The Meeting agreed to meet the challenge of food security by collectively, pursuing the shared goals of (i) sustainable development of the agricultural sector; and (ii) facilitation of investment, trade and markets.
2. It recognized that trade plays a key role in food security (i.e. supported the cooperation in facilitating trade in food and agricultural products by addressing relevant measures including non-tariff measures and non-tariffs).   
3. Improved food security in the region would contribute to the attainment of APEC’s human security goals and assist the implementation of the APEC Growth Strategy.
4. Under Shared Goal 1: Sustainable Development of Agricultural Sector:
It was agreed that cooperation is required in order to help adapt to, and mitigate, climate change and to enhance disaster preparedness in the agricultural sector to help the region achieve a stable supply of food for its people and agreed on the following actions:
· Expanding food supply capacity i.e. through raising agricultural productivity, extension, and infrastructure development

· Enhancing disaster preparedness in agriculture

· Developing rural communities

· Confronting challenges in climate change and natural resource management
5. Under Shared Goal 2: Facilitation of Investment, Trade and Markets

The Meeting agreed that food security cannot be achieved without stable, efficient and equitable distribution systems that can deliver food to the whole population and, agreed that APEC economies should cooperate to:
· Complement international efforts, including at the regional level,  on food security;
· Promote responsible  agricultural investment (i.e. research and development, extension and infrastructure)

· Facilitate trade in food and agricultural products (i.e. reaffirm  the value of an open and rules-based multilateral trading system under the framework of the WTO, which provides predictability and stability in agricultural trade) 

· Strengthen confidence in agricultural markets (i.e. explore the best way to reduce uncertainty)

· Improving the agribusiness environment

· Improve food safety practices
6. Ministers endorsed an APEC Action Plan on Food Security which includes specific activities, timeframe and responsible economies and/or fora to implement, such as development of a platform for information-sharing, workshops/conference/symposium, capacity building, survey and analysis, The projects are to achieve the shared goals of a food security that provides sustainable development of the agricultural sector and facilitation of investment, trade and markets.

8th Ministerial Meeting on Telecommunications and Information Industry

ICT as an Engine for New Socio-economic Growth
Date          :    30-31 September 2010

Venue       :    Okinawa, Japan

Recognizing that information and communications technology (ICT) is a key to realizing the APEC Leaders’ Growth Strategy, the Ministerial Meeting focused on the development of broadband infrastructure and use of ICT to address socio-economic challenges, such as energy, environment, education and health care. Ministers discussed the ways to facilitate free and open trade and reinforce investment in the Asia-Pacific region for the ICT industries. The Ministers also discussed measures to promote a safe and trusted ICT environment.

Main Outcomes
· The Meeting reaffirmed that ICT is key towards realizing the APEC Leaders’ Growth Strategy and acknowledged the importance of the continued development of Asia-Pacific Information Society (APIS) to achieve innovative growth.
· Ministers endorsed TELWG’s Strategic Action Plan to advance its work focusing on the following areas: (i) develop ICT to promote new growth, (ii) enhance socio-economic activities through the use of ICT, (iii) promote a safe and trusted ICT environment, (iv) promote regional economic integration and (v) strengthen cooperation in the ICT sector.
· Reaffirmed the commitment toward achieving the goal of universal access to broadband in the APEC region by 2015, recognized the transition to IPv6 will facilitate the achievement of universal broadband access and recommended the TELWG to work toward achieving the ambitious goal of access to next generation high speed broadband by 2020.
· Recognized the widespread use of wireless communications as an important means to promote more efficient deployment of ICT infrastructure.
· Recognized the role that emerging services and technologies such as cloud computing and grid computing will play in providing flexible and cost effective access to ICT and acknowledged the need for TELWG to work towards establishing a safe and secure environment for the use of these services and technologies.
· Welcomed the proposed “Smart ICT Application Initiative” aimed at delivering positive socio-economic outcomes in various areas, including the environment, emergency response, health, education, and energy, and encouraged TEL to promote the sharing of best practices for applying ICT, to address economic, technical and other challenges, and to review progress toward these objectives by 2015.
· Reconfirmed the vital role by ICT in early warning, rescue and relief operations, as well as recovery efforts.and encouraged enhanced collaboration aimed at better responding to disasters by developing and promoting appropriate networks and technologies that improve information sharing and cooperation.
· Emphasized the need for enhanced measures to address malicious online activities, with a focus on consumer protection, including effective policies to protect personal information and security of networks.
· Acknowledged the creation and observance of APEC Cybersecurity Awareness Day in conjunction with TELMIN8 in order to recognize recent cybersecurity awareness raising efforts.
· Commended TELWG’s on-going efforts to promote free and open trade and investment in ICT consistent with the Bogor Goals and supported TELWG’s Guide on Telecommunications Element of Regional Trade Agreements and Free Trade Agreements, which highlights the key principles that promote greater liberalization and competition within the telecommunications sector.
· Recommended that TELWG continues to collaborate on ICT related activities, with other APEC fora and other international organizations, such as the ITU, APT, OECD and Internet-related technical and administrative bodies, in order to enhance outcomes.
