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2010 Sectoral Ministerial Meetings in Japan

Energy Ministers’ Meeting   (June 18-20, Fukui City) 

Energy Ministers agreed on Fukui Declaration on Low Carbon Paths to Energy Security: Cooperative Energy Solutions for a Sustainable APEC. The solutions will be part of the APEC Growth Strategy.

Growth Strategy High-Level Policy Round Table   (7-8 August, Beppu City) 

Representatives from APEC economies had comprehensive and dedicated discussion with regard to the APEC Growth Strategy and shared understanding on the direction thereof.

Tourism Ministerial Meeting   (22-23 September, Nara City) 

With the aim of promoting growth in the region, Tourism Ministers discussed on issues including cooperation to promote tourism, measures to stimulate new tourism demand and ways to address common risks. 

SME Ministerial Meeting   (2-3 October, Gifu City) 

SME Ministers will discuss on strategy for reinvigoration economic growth with dual engines: SMEs and the Asia-Pacific economy. A ministerial symposium will also be held to share views on SME development.

Ministerial Meeting on Food Security   (16-17 October, Niigata City) 

Ministers responsible for Food Security will discuss on Sustainable Development of Agricultural Sector; and Facilitation of Investment, Trade and Markets. Ministers plan to adopt Declaration and Action Plan.

Ministerial Meeting on Telecommunications and Information Industry   

(30-31 October, Nago City) 

Recognizing the importance of ICT in contributing to new economic growth, Ministers had discussion on developing and implementing appropriate telecommunications and information industry policies in the region.
