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I. The DPS Chair, Mme. Daniele Chatelois, chaired the ECSG plenary meeting as interim Chair in the absence of the ECSG Chair.
II. The agenda and summary records of the previous ECSG meeting were adopted.
III. The CTI Chair, Ms. Monica Contreras, reported on various CTI and APEC developments. The CTI Chair mentioned the importance of the work that ECSG has been making, including on areas such as supply chains and chokepoints. The CTI Chair also discussed, for the information of ECSG members, next generation issues, the environmental goods list, and self-regulation in advertising, among others.
IV. Implementation of the 2012 ECSG Work Program
1. Data Privacy Sub-Group

The Chair of the APEC Data Privacy Subgroup reported on the outcomes of the APEC Data Privacy Subgroup Meeting.
The Chair reported on the status of the CBPR and its implementation, including the development of the CBPR website, glossary, and outreach activities. The Chair mentioned that Microsoft will be hosting for the US a website for CBPR.
ECSG endorsed the following document: Protocols of the APEC CBPR Joint Oversight Panel (JOP). This document was later endorsed by CTI. With this, the CBPR is now operational.
On other CBPR-related matters, the Chair proposed the creation of a working group to assess the CBPR, and discussed interoperability of the CBPR with the EU’s BCRs (Binding Corporate Rules). The Chair also noted that the work on the certification of personal information processors would continue intersessionally.

The US reported on the progress of the (M CTI 01 2011T-1) “APEC Cross Border Privacy Rules System Implementation & Administration Assistance.” Two projects for the multi-year project can be funded. The procedure on the hiring of an administrative assistant was pointed out as one issue that will be discussed in the near future.
Viet Nam reported on preparations for an upcoming workshop, (S CTI 31 11) “Symposium on Trustmark Participation in the Cross Border Privacy Rules System (CBPRS).”
Mr. Markus Heyder, in his capacity as CPEA administrator, reported on the latest developments with CPEA. CPEA requested for ECSG’s endorsement of the CPEA logo, which was endorsed by the body.

2. Paperless Trading Sub-Group

The Vice Chair of the APEC Paperless Trading Subgroup, Ms. Elizabeth Arguello, reported on the outcomes of the Paperless Trading Subgroup Meeting and the implementation of the 2012 workplan. The PTS Vice Chair discussed the status of existing initiatives/Pathfinders, namely, the Electronic Certificate of Origin Project (eC/O) (Chinese Taipei, co-lead by Korea and Singapore) and the e-Negotiations Project (e-Nego) (Korea). It was noted that a number of other economies are interested in joining the eCO initiative. The PTS Vice Chair also related these projects to the supply-chain connectivity concerns of the Second Trade Facilitation Action Plan (TFAPII), and the Action Plans for Chokepoints 5 and 6. 
Russia reported on the workshop (S CTI 03 2012T) “Capacity Building of Different Aspects in E-commerce of Supply Chain Connectivity Implementation,” which was held on 22 May 2012. Fourteen economies had representatives during the workshop. A number of economies congratulated Russia for successfully holding this workshop, and commended the organizers for assembling speakers who were experts of high quality.
China reported on the preparations for the workshop on “Study on the Readiness of ECO Implementation in Cross-Border Trade in APEC Region (CTI13/2011T)" which was postponed in Moscow and Kazan, and will be held in Beijing in July 2012.
Russia discussed the Multi-Year Project draft concept note “Chokepoints of ICT-infrastructure and policies on the way towards a Trusted Internet (Web 3.0)”. The Secretariat pointed out, among other things, that Russia will need at least 11 co-sponsors. The Philippines commented that previous APEC workshops were held on the same or related topic (global value chains, such as in Hiroshima), and it would be good to revisit the results of those workshops as reference. To this Russia commented that there are commonalities that are economic in nature, but the MYP proposal adds the issues of trust and security, and intends to fuse these two areas. The US commented,  on top of earlier questions by the US and Japan, that it still has questions as to the scope of the project, and that since several agencies might have other concerns, asked for more time to consolidate the US comment until the end of June. The Chair suggested that further dialogues be held by Russia with the other member economies.
V. New Project Proposals for 2012

The APEC Secretariat reported on project developments, particularly the deadlines for the project sessions this year. 
The Concept Note from Korea, “Electronic Bill of Lading(e-B/L) Int’l Exchange Model Feasibility Study” (co-sponsored by China and Russia), was not approved in session 2. It was recommended that Korea submit the proposal again for session 3.
VI. Information Sharing on Electronic Commerce Issues

VII. Other Business
1. ECSG Governance: the new ECSG Chair, Ms. Maria Lourdes Yaptinchay (Philippines), and the new Vice Chair Mr. Amran Sameon (Malaysia) were nominated and selected by ECSG members. Both new officials expressed their thanks to the members and thanked them for their trust and confidence. The Secretariat reminded the body that with the election of the Chair and Vice Chair, the executive committee is now complete. The officials also make up the group that evaluates ECSG project proposals (the quality assessment form or QAF). 
2. The Secretariat informed the body that the latest APEC Secretariat Report on the latest APEC developments has been circulated for information.
3. The Secretariat reminded the new Chair and Vice Chair, along with the DPS Chair and PTS Vice Chair, that the Chair’s report to CTI is expected to be submitted to CTI and that a representative will have to present the report during the CTI meeting.
4. The DPS Chair noted that a draft ECSG statement will have to be prepared for the AMM Statement for 2012. A draft will be circulated in July, for finalization in August or before the Leaders Week (2-9 September 2012).
VIII. Conclusion and Next Meeting 

1. The APEC Secretariat requested the approval of the body for which documents during the plenary should be for public access on the APEC website.
2. The APEC Secretariat gave a tentative schedule for 2013, or at the end of the first quarter of next year for SOM1, most probably in Jakarta, Indonesia.
3. The DPS Chair thanked the host organizer Russia for the successful holding of the meetings in Kazan, and thanked ECSG members for their generous support and cooperation.
