CTI PRIORITY: SUPPLY-CHAIN CONNECTIVITY
Rationale

Leaders reaffirmed their commitment to achieving an APEC-wide target of a ten percent improvement in supply-chain performance by 2015, in terms of reduction of time, cost, and uncertainty of moving goods and services through the Asia-Pacific region, taking into consideration individual economy's circumstances.  They welcomed the adoption of a more systematic approach to addressing existing chokepoints in supply chains through targeted capacity-building and concrete steps towards making supply chains more reliable, resilient, safe, efficient, transparent, diversified and intelligent, and directed officials to advance this work in 2012 to be completed by 2014.  <"AELM Declaration", 2012>

· Accelerate efforts to ensure completion of existing and new projects under the APEC Supply-Chain Connectivity Framework Action Plan (SCFAP) 
· Work out possible ways and adopt a more systematic approach to addressing existing chokepoints in supply chains through targeted capacity-building and concrete steps
· Demonstrate progress of achieving an APEC-wide target of a ten percent improvement in supply-chain performance by 2015 through a robust and credible mechanism
