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APEC Growth Strategy
（Target Deliverables and Related Works）
1． Target Deliverables
(1) Names and Contents of the Deliverables
In each of the four fields of "Balanced Growth", "Inclusive Growth", "Sustainable Growth" and "Knowledge-Based Growth", formulate the "APEC Growth Strategy" (below, the "Strategy") that includes an Action Plan.
(2)  Approaches for the Strategy
Approaches for the Strategy will include structural reform, capacity building such as human resource development, and policy coordination.
2． Basic Structure to Formulate the Strategy
(1) The Senior Officials’ Meeting (SOM) will manage the entire process.
Interested economies (SOM-level), the chairs of EC, CTI, and SCE (or their deputies), and the APEC Secretariat/the PSU will constitute the “Friends of the Chair for the Growth Strategy” (below, the “Friends”), to be put into place no later than SOM1.
(2) Japan will lead the work to formulate the Strategy as the Chair for APEC 2010 by, for example, becoming a liaison or coordinator with related APEC fora and receiving support from the APEC Secretariat/the PSU in accordance with guidance from the SOM.
(3) As instructed by the SOM, APEC fora including EC and CTI will come up with recommendations and explain current and potential projects for the relevant part of the Strategy.
(4) The process will also obtain input from the Finance Ministers’ process, as the Finance Ministers will prepare a report to the Leaders with regard to the “efforts to achieve stronger, more sustained and balanced growth”.
(5) Suggestions and cooperation from relevant international organizations will also be sought in formulating and implementing the Strategy.
3． Work Timeline

(1) “2010 APEC Japan Symposium” (December 9-10, 2009)

· Obtain views from panelists and others under the agenda of “Strategy for Asia-Pacific Prosperity.”
(2) ISOM (December 11)

· Discuss this document with an attached worksheet to initiate the formulation of the Strategy under a shared view on the direction of the work.

· Instruct APEC fora and the PSU, and request interested APEC economies, to submit their recommendations or suggestions and also explanations of current and potential projects, by filling in the worksheet to the APEC Secretariat and all APEC economies. Japan, as Chair, will develop a basic Outline of the Strategy (below, the “Outline”) based on the worksheet. Many suggestions from APEC economies will be highly appreciated and if submitted by the end of January, 2010, these suggestions will be reflected on the basic Outline as much as possible.
(3) SOM1 (including the Friends) (February 22-March 7)

· SOM and relevant APEC fora will discuss the basic Outline.
· APEC fora will be tasked to develop recommendations to the relevant part of the Outline.

(4) Inter-sessional until SOM2/MRT

· Works presented by these fora will be combined to further develop the Outline.
(5) SOM2 (including the Friends), MRT Meeting and related meetings (May 24-June 6)
· Further discuss and seek a tentative common understanding on the Outline.
· APEC fora will be tasked to develop recommendations to the relevant part of the Strategy.

· If SFOM is held in June, it is possible that a joint session of SOM and SFOM will be sought.

(6) EC High Level Policy Round Table (August 7-8) and the preceding Symposium

· Obtain views from the participants and discuss and reach a basic consensus on the Outline.
(7) Inter-sessional until SOM3

· Each forum will develop recommendations to the relevant part of the Strategy.

· Works by these fora will be combined to be developed into the draft of the Strategy.
(8) At the following occasions, Japan, as Chair, will report the progress of the work and obtain specific recommendations.

· 9th APEC Energy Ministers Meeting (June 19-20)

· 5th APEC Human Resources Development Ministerial Meeting (September: Beijing)

· 17th APEC SME Ministerial Meeting (October 2-3)

· 7th APEC Ministerial Meeting on the Telecommunication and Information Industry (October 30-31).
(9) Input from ABAC (Meetings will be held in February, May, August and November), PECC (Meeting will be held in October) and other related frameworks will also be sought.
(10) SOM3 (including the Friends) (September 15-26)

· Discuss and reach a basic consensus on the draft of the Strategy.
(11) CSOM, AMM and AELM (November)

· Agree upon and endorse the Strategy.
� Consider the discussion regarding growth strategy in other international frameworks such as G8, G20, etc.
