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EC Chair’s Preliminary Ideas on Cooperation Between EC and SFOM on Structural Reform

Presented by EC Chair at SFOM Plenary on 19th February 2010, based on his discussion with Mr. Poon, the Chair of the SFOM study group on structural reform
1. Although there does not seem to be a big risk of duplication between the current EC activities and proposed SFOM activities, EC and SOFM have to have close consultation as structural reform priorities can be expanded and the roles of committees and fora can be modified.

2. EC and FSOM can and should seek positive synergy effects out of cooperation, rather than just trying to avoid duplication.

3. One good step would be to ensure mutual flow of information on activities and work schedules, and welcome participation of members of each other, while leaving the decision-making process as it is to avoid delicate problems.

4. In addition to that, EC and FSOM can find specific areas in which a large synergy effects can be expected.
