The private sector representatives to the PPFS will nominate a principal advisor to serve as a vice chair along with the government representatives.  The selection process for the principal advisor will be an open and transparent process, conducted by ABAC and approved by APEC Senior Officials.  The chair, government vice chairs and private sector principal advisor will constitute the PPFS management council.  The Management Council will convene planning meetings for all interested APEC economies to develop the agenda for the PPFS plenary meeting and may invite private sector representatives, multilateral organizations and academic representatives to participate”.  There is a need to provide a more concise guideline on the mechanism of Management Council, and other PPFS’ body to work transparently (DOC 003/for consensus).
5. PPFS ACTION PLAN 2013
MC meeting in Vladivostok on September 2012 has agreed the Plan of Action including working groups and their priorities. However, it has to be discussed and acknowledged by member economies. This agenda will discuss further the plan of action and other latest achievement of PPFS, including other economies’ proposal, if any, and chair notes (DOC 004/for consensus).
