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The Seminar for Sharing and Discussing the Interim Outcome of the PRAI 

(Principles for Responsible Agricultural Investment) Pilot Projects
Taking into consideration the recent food price hike and volatility, agricultural investment will be further accelerated. Not only public assistance but also the vitality and wisdom of the private sector are indispensable. APEC economies that consist of major food producers and consumers in the world should take leading roles in this sector.

APEC Ministerial Meeting on Food Security in 2010 adopted “NIIGATA Declaration on APEC Food Security”, with the Action Plan, which includes “an activity to hold a meeting on the RAI initiative” (Paragraph 43 in the Action Plan).
Following the approval of Japan’s proposal for this seminar with regard to APEC fund, Japan along with co-sponsors plans to hold a one-day seminar on the PRAI on the margins of 2nd PPFS plenary in June 2013 to share and discuss the interim outcome of the pilot projects in APEC economies.

Venue :  Medan  (around 2nd PPFS conference venue)
Targeted Audiences :  2nd PPFS members  (expected 100 members)
Objectives : 
The seminar aims (i) to share the interim outcome of the PRAI pilot projects, including field testing, with particular reference to some of APEC economies, and (ii) to discuss together best practices and challenges regarding agricultural investment in the APEC region.
Outline of the seminar (tentative) : 
We would like APEC economies, the relevant International organizations and observers to attend the seminar to exchange the view on the best practices and challenges regarding agricultural investment in APEC region.
· 2 presentations from the international organizations, one of which is on economy case studies in APEC region and another is on the field-test of the PRAI with investors in APEC region.
· Presentations by APEC economies on their best practices and challenges regarding agricultural investment.
· Panel discussions on responsible agricultural investments.
· A summary report with presentation slides and documents will be disseminated.
Expected Outcomes : 

(i)  From the International Organizations to APEC economies:
The presentation and discussion about the interim outcome of the PRAI pilot projects provide valuable evidences and policy implications that are crucial for APEC economies to promote agricultural investment in a responsible manner.

(ii)  From APEC economies to the international community:
The inputs and feedback from APEC economies at the seminar will be of help for finalising these pilot projects, by incorporating these contributions. The outcome of the seminar will contributes the discussion of the principles for responsible agricultural investment at the CFS in Rome, which is mandated to take into account the PRAI.
