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Needs assessment of APEC economies regarding “APEC-OECD Web Portal – Good Regulatory Practice”

Nowadays many APEC economies are striving to learn examples of good regulatory practices existed at the international level in aspiration to make the inner regulation more qualitative, reliable and productivity oriented. 
In 2012 in order to widen the potential of APEC economies in the area of GRP Russia proposed to design and create in cooperation with the co-sponsoring economies and OECD a special web portal which would contain all relevant information of good regulatory practices. 
Initially, the initiative on the creation of the APEC-OECD Web Portal - Good Regulatory Practice was considered and supported at the EC meeting in Kazan, 30-31 May, 2012, and then the corresponding project proposal was approved by APEC Budget and Management Committee in December 2012.
The project aims at creating, launching and further supporting Good Regulatory Practice Web Portal which is envisaged to become a broad resource and to provide an efficient mechanism for APEC economies to share and learn Good Regulatory Practices. The interested economies and OECD will substantially add the effectiveness to this portal through bringing their expertise, tools, materials and publications. APEC economies will get practical evidence of the effectiveness of using Good Regulatory Practices, as well as detailed descriptions, manuals and governance in order to enhance their capacity in GRP.
As it was suggested at the EC meeting in Kazan, the content of the future portal could be significantly enhanced through providing ‘needs assessment’ of the APEC economies regarding content and general features of the future portal.
For this purpose Russia has worked out the questionnaire which draft version was discussed with the co-sponsoring economies (Australia, USA, New Zealand), Chinese Taipei and OECD. The questionnaire is intended to be presented at EC1 meeting in 2013 in Jakarta, and after that disseminated among EC members in order to obtain answers from representatives of regulatory or RIA bodies of the APEC economies.
